In the instant case, the complainant had sought information related to land records. Substantial information as sought by the appellant has already been provided to him during the last hearing. The Commission had ordered the respondent-PIO to make serious efforts to trace the requisite record.
                               Today the representative of the respondent-PIO produced the entire record related to village Ghanke Bet, tehsil Batala. A perusal of the record indicated that there was no land in the name of Chanan Singh s/o  Budh Singh , Chanan Singh father of the appellant in the records related to period 1963-64. The appellant protested arguing that the record related to 1963-64 may not mention it but the previous records that dates back to period of British Rule had property in this ancestors names.

                 However the appellant has no proof of any land in the village Ghaniake Bet. 
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His only plea was that he had heard it from his father that they had some land in their name in the said village. Since the record related to earlier period as mentioned by the appellant is not available, the claims of the appellant can’t be verified. In these circumstances,  the respondent-PIO could offer nothing more in this case. 
                    Moreover, the appellant had also sought information related to site name of Chaukata Mal but the respondent-PIO stated that no such site existed in the village and hence the information can’t be provided regarding a non-existent site.
