Similarly, the moment the appointment letter is issued to any applicant for any post by the public authority, that appointment letter becomes a public document and disclosure of the same to any  applicant  does not invade privacy of the person, to whom appointment letter belongs, as every citizen has right to know whether that person, to 
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whom appointment letter has been issued, fulfills the criteria for that post, for which that appointment letter has been issued.


In view of the above, the respondent PIO concerned is directed to supply the requisite information to the information seeker within seven days from today.
