ORDER



The complainant moved an application on 13.10.2010 to Khalsa College of Pharmacy, Amritsar seeking information on six points.  His grievance is that his ward Rajwinder Kaur d/o Shri Surjit Singh, resident of VPO Ladhowali, Jalandhar had taken admission in Three Year Degree Course (Pharmacy) in the college and an amount of Rs.63000/- was paid towards admission fee, hostel charge and other dues.  She, however, due to some unavoidable circumstances left the college within one week.  The information-seeker, therefore, sought refund of money, which it is alleged has not been refunded.  He is therefore seeking refund of the money deposited by his ward, in conformity with the instructions/policy of the Punjab Technical University and All India Council for Technical Education, New Delhi.

The plea of the respondent on the other hand is that Khalsa College of Pharmacy, Amritsar has been established and is being managed as a Society under Societies Registration Act and that it is a charitable private society.  It was pleaded that the respondent is not amenable to the provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005. This issue has already been settled by the State Information Commission, Punjab in CC- 1739/2010 decided by ld. SIC on 11.6.2010, it was argued.

During the course of hearing, however, the respondent states that they are willing to consider the request of the complainant for refund of dues deposited by him, as per the existing policy and instructions.  It was further submitted that Khalsa College is a charitable private society and it would deal with the matter keeping in view the instructions/policy on this subject.
