The complainant, however, submits that the document furnished by the respondent does not answer his request in so far he has sought a copy of the order of the employer by which senior scale was withdrawn from Shri Raj Kumar Garg. The respondent undertakes to furnish a copy of this order also.

It appears that on two consecutive dates, the respondent has not furnished the relevant information.  Therefore a compensation of Rs.500/- is awarded in favour of Shri Raj Kumar Garg.  This amount shall be paid by the respondent to the complainant before the next date of hearing which is fixed for 12.3.2012.
