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ORDER 
 This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 6.4.2022 vide 

which the order in this case was reserved to be pronounced. 

2. The appellant has sought the following information in this case:- 

 
3. That in the case of S.K. Ranga vs. Container Corporation of India Ltd. (Appeal 

No.CIC/OK/A/2006/00260, dated 2/1/2007) in which the applicant had asked for 
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 inspection of all Dak registers of the Corporation from 1/1/2003 onwards, pertaining to 

various departments, i.e., HRD, Vigilance, MD’s office, as well as the General Dak 

Register, the Central Information Commission  noted that the information asked for  the 

appellant from the public authority was vague. Also, the Commission held that the 

applicant under the RTI Act should clearly specify the information sought in terms of 

Section 2(f) of the RTI Act. 

3. It is appropriate to mention the decision of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in 

the matter of Central Board of Secondary Education &Anr. Vs. AdityaBandopadhyay&Ors 

(Civil Appeal No.6454 of 2011) reported as 2011(3)RCT(Civil) as follows:- 

 “The RTI Act should not be allowed to be misused or abused, to become a 
tool to obstruct the national development and integration, or to destroy the 
peace, tranquillity and harmony among its citizens-  Nor should it be converted 
into a tool of oppression or intimidation of honest officials striving to do their 
duty-National does not want a scenario where 75% of the staff of public 
authorities spends 75% of their time in collection and furnishing information to 
applicants instead of discharging their regular duties----Indiscriminate and 
impractical demands or directions under RTI Act for disclosure of all the sundry 
information (unrelated to transparency and accountability in the functioning of 
public authorities and eradication of corruption) would be counter-productive as 
it will adversely affect the efficiency of the administration and result in the 
executive getting bogged down with the non-productive work of collecting and 
furnishing information”. 

 

4.  After the perusal of the RTI application of the appellant, it has transpired that the 

appellant has sought the information related to almost all the spheres of the Nagar Council 

like the total number of wards falling under the jurisdiction of Nagar Council Dasuya and the 

development works done during the last 2-3 years in all the wards. Also the appellant has 

sought the voluminous information like the total rental properties under the jurisdiction of 

Nagar Council, total revenue received from the said rental properties along with the 

complete details. As such, it has transpired that the appellant has sought the 

voluminous/vague and unspecific information undoubtedly as  
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enumerated in para 2 above. However, the information related to the total staff posted in 

the building branch along with their names and telephone numbers as has been sought by 

the appellant, the directions are issued to the respondent Public Information Officer to 

supply the same to the appellant within two weeks under intimation to the Commission, as 

per the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.  

5. Keeping in view the above, after hearing the submissions made by the parties, going 

through the case file and the judicial pronouncements mentioned herein, the Commission is 

of the view that no further action is required to be taken in this case. Accordingly, the case 

is disposed of and closed.
