                      Earlier, the appellant had approached the Commission  u/s 19(1) and his complaint was disposed of  on 30.01.2015 by L’nd Commissioner Mr. Praveen Kumar
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Appeal Case no. 1525/2015
as the entire information had been furnished and there remained some deficiency on query No 7. The appellant was at liberty to approach the First Appellate Authority and State Information Commission by way of appeal u/s 19(3) if he were not satisfied with the decision of the FAA.  Since the FAA failed to adjudicate, the appellant approached the SIC again.
       

The respondent PIO had informed the appellant that for query No 7, related to “limitation period”, the appellant can refer to PMC 1911 and PMC Act 1976. However, the appellant had argued that since both the Acts are voluminous, he be told of the exact section and clauses as applicable to his query be informed. 

        

The PIO maintained during the hearing that the appellant was not seeking information but interpretations of a document in relation to case which is pending before the Punjab and Haryana High  Court for adjudication. He argued that interpretation itself is not information as defined under 2(f) of RTI Act and hence can’t be provided. 

     

Certainly, the interpretation of a statue is not information and hence PIO is not obliged to give his opinion on the same.  It would be inappropriate to invoke the provisions of RTI Act for interpretation of statutes and rules. Infact, the statues and rules are themselves are information and being in public domain are accessible to all citizens.   


One can seek a copy of these if these are not available in market or libraries but the PIO is not the right person to comment on the intent of the law makers or state the meaning of the rules / statues.
Instead the appellant can approach his own attorney for the purpose.
