Copy of memo No.6353 dated 15.11.2011 issued by the Improvement Trust, Ludhiana to Shri Surinder Pal, Advocate in reply to a RTI request has been brought on record.  As per this letter of the Improvement Trust, Ludhiana, land was allotted to Dayanand Medical College and Hospital, Ludhiana @ Rs.6/- per square yard. It has further been stated in the letter that in this scheme of the Improvement Trust, Ludhiana, the allotment price for residential plot was at Rs.11.25 per sq. yard.

In exercise of powers vested under Section 18(3) of the Right to Information Act, 2005, Improvement Trust, Ludhiana is hereby directed to produce the original record before the Commission on the next date of hearing and also confirm in writing, whether the land to Dayanand Medical College and Hospital was allotted at a concessional rate and if so, copies of relevant record shall be produced.  The Improvement Trust, Ludhiana shall also clarify whether at the relevant time, price of Rs.11.25 was charged from other allotters of the scheme and whether that land was developed land at time of the allotment.  Improvement Trust, Ludhiana shall reply within 20 days from today.
