1. The appellant states that he filed RTI application on 18.04.2016 but after the lapse of one year, no information has been provided to him.

5. On hearing held on 30.05.2017, applicant stated that irrelevant information has been supplied to him by the respondent. Respondent PIO was absent without any intimation to the Commission. Last opportunity was given to the respondent PIO to appear in person to clear the facts of this case and matter was adjourned for further hearing on 27.06.2017.
6. On hearing held on 27.06.2017, respondent PIO was absent and Show Cause notice was issued to the respondent PIO by name but till date, neither the respondent PIO appeared nor did he filed any reply to show cause notice. Matter was further adjourned for hearing on 09.08.2017 but the respondent failed to do so. It is also observed that respondent PIO has no regard to the Notice and Order of the Commission.
7. Due to evasive attitude of the respondent PIO concerned, the applicant has suffered lots of detriments for not getting requisite information, I am of the view that compensation may be awarded to the applicant, Sh. Tejinder Singh.

8. Hence I award a compensation of Rs 2500/- (Twenty five Hundred) to the applicant. The compensation amount must be paid by the respondent PIO concerned through cheque or demand draft in the favour of Tejinder Singh from the account of Public Authority and not from the individual’s account.
9. Respondent PIO is also directed to produce a copy of above said cheque or demand draft on the next date of hearing.
10. Last opportunity is given to the respondent PIO, O/o Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana for compliance of order of the Commission with the directions to supply the requisite information as per the RTI application to the applicant by the next date of hearing. He may note that in case he/she does not file his submission on the next date of hearing, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 
11. A copy of this order be sent to the Sh. Pardeep Aggarwal, Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana through registered post for compliance of the order and to send the concerned respondent PIO on the next date of hearing positively along with the requisite information as per the RTI application of the applicant.

Surinder Singh, BDPO was appeared and stated that whatever information was available has already been supplied to the complainant and rest of the information relates with O/o DC, Ludhiana. Sh. Rupinder Singh , Clerk (DDPO) was also appeared on behalf of the respondent stated that respondent PIO is unable to attend today’s hearing due to election duty. He also submits a written reply vide letter no. 2068 dated 19.05.2017 signed by DDPO, which was taken on record. It was observed that the respondent PIO is not providing the requisite information to the applicant due to one reason or other. 
Due to evasive attitude of the respondent PIO concerned, complainant had suffered a lot of detriments for not getting the requisite information and complainant was awarded a compensation of Rs. 5,000/-. The concerned PIO was directed to pay compensation amount through cheque or demand draft in favour of Darshan Singh Kang from the account of Public Authority concerned and not from the individual’s account. Respondent PIO was also directed to collect a copy of cheque/demand draft and produce on the next date of hearing.

Respondent, Sh. Surinder Singh. BDPO requested for an adjournment to supply the requisite information to the complainant by stating that he is new joining. 

On the request of the respondent, last opportunity was given to the respondent PIO to supply the requisite information to the complainant by the next date of hearing positively.

A copy of this order was also sent to the Deputy Commisisoner, Ludhiana through registered post to compliance of this order with an advice to take an disciplinary action against the concerned official if any and if he desires so and demm it fit.

A copy of this order was also sent to DDPO, Ludhiana through registered post to compliance of this order.

Matter was adjourned for further hearing on 07.06.2017.  
10. On hearing held on 07.06.2017, Sh. Surinder Singh, BDPO was appeared and requested for an adjournment. Matter was adjourned for further hearing on 04.07.2017 with the directions to comply with the order of the Commission dated 22.05.2017. Respondent PIO was also directed to supply the requisite information to eth complainant within one week and the complainant was advised to point out deficiency after receiving the information in written to the respondent under the intimation to the Commission.

A copy of this order was also sent to Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana and DDPO, Ludhiana to compliance of this order.

11.  On hearing held on 04.07.2017, Sh. Harkamal Singh (DDPO) and Sh. Surinder Singh (BDPO) were appeared on behalf of the respondent. Sh. Harkamal Singh stated that the requisite information is not traceable. He also stated that the DDPO has written letter to the ADC (D) to locate the required file. He requested to wave off the compensation. He submits 
· Letter no. 3724 dated 03.01.2017 signed by DDPO, Ludhiana.

· Letter no Spl. 1 dated 04.07.2017 signed by DDPO, Ludhiana, which were taken on record.

After hearing the respondent, the complainant, Sh. Darshan Singh Kang stated that he asked about the actions on the letter numbers 31.12.14 and 06.02.15 as mentioned in his RTI application.
Respondent, Sh. Surinder Singh filed his reply by orally stating that no action has been taken by the department. 
Respondent PIO was directed to file a written reply as per the RTI application of the complainant. It was also observed respondent PIO has not provided any reply till date. Respondent PIO wasted the time of the Commission and Public. Respondent PIO was directed to comply with the order dated 22.05.2017 along with directions to supply the erply in written to the complainant as per the RTI application.
A copy of this order was also sent to the Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana and  DDPO, Ludhiana through registered post to compliance of this order.

Matter was adjourned for further hearing on 25.07.2017.
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Complaint Case No.  1236 of 2016
Date of institution: 21.06.2017

Date of Decision: 09.08.2017

12. On hearing held on 25.07.2017, the complainants stated that neither did he receive the complete requisite information even after pointing out the deficiencies to the respondent nor did he receive the compensation amount till date. Sh. Surinder Singh, BDPO on behalf of the respondent appeared and requested for an adjournment. 
On the request of the respondent, one more opportunity as given to the concerned respondent PIO i.e. DDPO, Ludhiana to represent this case in person along with directions to provide the pending information to the complainant and provide the compensation amount of Rs. 5,000/- as directed in the previous order dated 22.05.2017 and matter was adjourned to 09.08.2017.
  A copy of this order was also sent to the Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana through registered post to compliance of this order.

13. In view of above, complainant suffered a lot of detriments and respondent PIO was absent in hearings without any intimation to the Commission. Respondent PIO is directed to compliance of the order dated 22.05.2017.
14. On this, Sh. Harkamal Singh, DDPO handed over a cheque of amounting Rs. 5000/- in favour of Darshan Singh Kang (cheque no. 262632) during the hearing. A copy of the cheque is taken on record.
15. After receiving the compensation cheque, the complainant stated that he has no objection to close this case. 
16. A copy of this order be sent to the Sh. Pardeep Aggarwal, Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana through registered post. 
17. On the request of the complainant, no further cause of action is required in this case. Hence, the instant appeal case is disposed of & closed.
18. Announced in the Court. Copy of the order be sent to the parties.
