 In the present case, complainant had  earlier sought certain information from the office of Assistant Estate Officer, GMADA, SAS Nagar who asked him to approach the  Assistant Registrar, Cooperative Societies, SAS Nagar  in this behalf. Accordingly, he filed his RTI application on 13.02.2012 before the Assistant Registrar, Cooperative Societies, Punjab who transferred the same to the President Danga Pidit Cooperative House Building Society Ltd. Mohali under Section 6 (3) of the Act  on 13.02.2012 for providing the requisite information to the complainant.  The respondent- President Danga Pidit Cooperative House Building Society Ltd.  filed his reply on 28.08.2012 stating that the  Danga Pidit Cooperative House Building Society is a cooperative society registered under the provisions  of the Punjab Cooperative Societies Act 1961.  It has not been established or constituted under the constitution of India or by any other law made by the Parliament or by the State Legislature.  Thus, it is not owned, controlled, managed or financed  by the appropriate authority.  As such, it cannot be said that it is a public authority  within the meaning of section 2 (h) of the RTI Act.  It has also been stated that a Civil Wri 
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No. 19224 of 2006 including number of LPAs are pending in the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High Court in this behalf.  

2
In his replication, the complainant stated that the Civil Writ Petition and other LPS referred to by the respondent  in his reply are not related to the present case.  The Danga Pirit CHBS Ltd. has not been restrained or stayed  to give any information to the public as such the it is found to provide the information to the complainant.  I have gone through the submissions and the documents on record. Before examining the issue in the context of the facts  of the case, provisions of Section 2 (h) of the Act ibid need to be taken note of:

There is nothing on record which may show that  the respondent- Danga Pirit Society owned, controlled or substantially financed by the Government and thus  come within the purview of “public authority” under section 2 (h) of the RTI Act.  Since the Act provides a right to information for citizens to secure information only from “public authority”, the respondent not being a ‘public authority’ cannot be directed to supply the information.  In this view of the matter, this complainant has no merit and is accordingly dismissed as such.

In the present case, complainant had sought information from the respondent under the provisions of the RTI Act.  After having not received the said information, she made a complainant before the Commission on 11.01.2012 after which notice of hearing was issued to the respondent. The respondent provided to the complainant incomplete information as such  they were directed to provide her complete information. However, despite several opportunities were given, the respondent failed to provide complete information to the complainant.  Keeping in view    unnecessary harassment and monetary loss caused to the complainant on account of her fruitless visits to the Commission in attending the hearings, a compensation of Rs.8000/- (Rs.Eight Thousand only) was awarded to her on 06.09.2012 to be paid by the respondent-authority.   It was only  on 06.02.2013, PIO – Shri Baljit Singh, Superintendent appeared and produced before the Commission a copy of the Report of the Chairman, Departmental Selection Committee and stated that no more record exist in their department.  As regards the amount of compensation to be paid to the complainant, he submitted that the same will be paid to her in due course.

The respondent is directed to be present in person  on the next date of hearing and explain in writing as to why the amount of compensation has not been paid to the complainant so far and who is responsible for the delay
