ORDER
1. Sh. Gulshan Kumar, on behalf of the appellant is present in the Commission and states that the information has yet not been provided to the appellant even after the laps of more than one year. He requests that show cause notice be issued to him, he should be compensated for mental harassment caused by the respondent Corporation for delay in providing the information.  
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2.
The respondent is absent without intimation to the Commission. No intimation has been received as to the reason of not attending the hearing. The perusal of file shows that the respondent has not provided the information so far to the appellant on his RTI application dated 23.07.2014. This indicates that the respondent PIO takes the RTI Act in a casual manner and has failed to comply with the provisions of the Act. It appears that he has intentionally and willfully denied/ not provided the information to the appellant and therefore, I deem it appropriate to issue show cause notice under section 20 (1) of the RTI Act, 2005, to PIO, Sh. H.S. Bindra, ATP as to why penalty be not imposed upon him for willful delay/ denial in providing the information to the RTI applicant. Also, why the compensation be not awarded to the RTI applicant under Section 19 (8) (b) of the Act for detriment suffered. He is directed to file his reply to the show cause notice in writing before the next date of hearing.

In addition to his submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under Section 20(1) proviso, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing. He may note that in case he does not file his submission and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be  presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte.
