ORDER 

The Appellant is not present today, but he had submitted his written arguments which have been taken on record.  Reply of the Respondent to the written arguments submitted by the Appellant have been produced today in the Court. A perusal of the file shows that information pertaining to point No.1, 4, (A) (1) has already been submitted by the Respondent and duly received by the Appellant.  As far as the rest of the information being sought is concerned, the Respondent has stated that disclosure of name of individual farmers who produce the seeds, if disclosed, would go against the commercial aspect of the concerned parties and therefore cannot / should not be disclosed  to the Appellant as it will adversely affect the commercial interest. Therefore, this information is exempted u/s Section 8 (1) (d) of the RTI Act, 2005 being of commercial nature.

As stated by the Respondent, a similar case of the same nature had earlier been sought by another Complainant in CC No. 249/2012. I agree with the reply given by the Respondent wherein the Respondent has stated that :

“ 2. We agree that the seed is vital input for farmers and due to this Punjab State Seeds Certification Authority officials take utmost care for production of Seeds at field level as well as during packing time. Due to these stringent measures seeds certified by the Punjab State Seed Certification Authority has not received any complaint regarding quality of seed as per our record.  
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As far as documents are concerned our staff complies with all the technical procedure led by Central Seed Certification Board before the Registration of Area under certification programme. As such, it is wrong to say that seeds produced under the supervision of PSSCA is of substandard. We disagree with this statement. 
3.
Since there are certain secrets of business like from where the Foundation Seed is bought and where it is sown to produce certified seed. So this information can not be disclosed to any 3rd party and it comes under Section 8 (1) (j) of RTI Act. 
4. 
There is no public interest involved in disclosing the name of the farmers and source of purchase of Foundation Seeds.” 
The Respondent has also stated that in case Appellant feels that there are fabricated bills of Foundation Seeds provided by any particular producers, he can give the names of that producer which can be verified by the Respondent at the point of purchase. 
Keeping in view the facts mentioned above, I feel the Respondents are right in the stand they have taken. The case is therefore closed and disposed off.
