The different Complainants had filed seven RTI applications on the same matter with the same PIO, i.e. PIO, O/o Punjab Home Guard and Defence on 08.11.2013 for information on six points regarding recruitment of PLATOON COMMANDER under and by Home Guards & Civil Defence, Punjab-Final result of selected candidate was declared on 05.11.2013, which he found unsatisfactory. The Complainant, therefore, filed a complaint with the Commission on 27.12.2013 under Section 18 of the RTI Act. 
3.
I have gone through the record and found that the above said cases were first heard by Chief Information Commissioner on 22.01.2014 and consent of both the parties, the seven complaints were clubbed together and respondent had filed their reply on 14.01.2014 stating that the complete information has been given to the Complainant. After the superannuation of the Hon’ble Chief Information Commissioner, Sh. R.I.Singh, the cases were transferred to the bench of Hon’ble  Sh. Narinder Jit Singh, SIC. Two hearings were held before the bench of Sh. Narinder Jit Singh, former SIC on 26.08.2014 and 29.10.2014.   Then, again the cases were transferred to this bench. 

4.
After hearing both the parties, complainant states that he is not satisfied with the reply of the respondent. Respondent has given on oath that no record other than mentioned in the affidavit is available in their office. Respondent has also submitted the office order dated 04.01.2012 in which it is clearly mentioned that Grade-I officer, Sh. Hargopal Sadana, Suptd. is appointed as a Public Information Officer. 

5.
Complainant further states that he has not availed the provision of the Section 19(1) of the RTI Act by filing an appeal with the First Appellate Authority (FAA). As such the FAA has not been able to address the grievances of the Complainant. It must be noted that there is an alternate and efficacious remedy of First Appeal available under Section 19(1) of the RTI Act. It appears that the Complainant has failed to avail the same in the instant case. Consequently, the First Appellate Authority (FAA) has not had the chance to review the PIO’s decision as envisaged under the RTI Act.

6.
In view of the aforesaid, the instant matter is remanded to the FAA. The Commission hereby directs the FAA to treat the copy of the Complaint (enclosed herewith) as the First Appeal and decide the matter in accordance with the provisions of the  RTI Act after giving all concerned parties an opportunity to be heard.

7.
The FAA is directed to peruse all the relevant documents during the hearing and examine whether the information provided by the PIO is complete, relevant and correct. Where the FAA is satisfied that the information provided by the PIO is as per the records, the First Appeal shall be disposed of.
