Shri Rajesh Khokhar vide an RTI application dated 28.07.2015 addressed to PIO, O/o Commissioner of Police, Ludhiana has sought information on three points.

Failing to get satisfactory information within 30 days, as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, Shri Rajesh Khokhar Singh  filed a complaint with the Commission, which was received on 07.01.2016  and finding sufficient reasons to inquire into the matter in terms of section 18(1)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for today.

Respondent states that information pertaining to point no. 1 has already been sent to Complainant. He further states that regarding remaining information there are different PIOs in each concerned quarter and, if the complainant wants to get such information, he may approach them accordingly.  After hearing the respondent and going through the file, I find that the respondent-PIO is not aware about the facts of the case. It is observed that the respondents are being represented by very junior official who is not in a position to satisfy the Commission and the appellant. This is a serious breach of the decorum and dignity of the Commission. It is strongly decried.

In view of the foregoing, Respondent-PIO is directed to show cause why action should not be taken against him for not attending the hearing inspite of order of the Commission.  He should file a written reply in response to the show cause notice. In addition to the written reply PIO is hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing. He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte.
