4.	Today, Shri Sanjay Goswami,  Senior Assistant, appearing on behalf of the respondents informs that he has sent reply to the rejoinder submitted by the appellant vide Memo. No. 5/16/2016-PCS/971393/1, dated 08.05.2017, with a copy to the Commission. In the reply the respondent has reiterated that the sought information cannot be supplied to the appellant  under Section 8(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 as  it is personal information as per the judgement of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in Civil Appeal No. 27734 of 2012 – Girish Ramchandra  Deshpande Vs. Central Information Commissioner & Others. The respondent has further stated in reply that on the basis of said judgement of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India, Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances & Pensions, Department of Personnel & Training, Government of India, New Delhi has issued a Circular Letter No. 11/2/2013-IR(Pt.), dated 14.08.2013 to all concerned,  which inter-alia reads as under:-

“ The Central Information Commission in one of its decisions has held that information about the complaints made against an officer of the Government and any possible action the authorities might have taken on those complaints, qualifies as personal information within the meaning of provision of section 8(1)(j) of the RTI Act, 2005.”

5.	The appellant asserts that he himself  has made a complaint against Smt. Anita Darshi, PCS, the then DTO Moga and therefore, he has every right to know the action taken on his complaint. 
6.	After going through  the submissions made by both the parties and in view 
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of the above quoted  judgement of Hon’ble Supreme Court   of India vis-à-vis the 
circular letter issued by Ministry of Personnel, Government of India, I am of the considered view that the  documents sought by the appellant relating to complaint made against the then DTO Moga come under the category of personal information and cannot be supplied but at the same time I opine that the appellant has full right to know about the action taken on his complaint. Therefore, it is directed that as and when the action on the complaint of the appellant is complete, only outcome of the proceedings be intimated to the appellant, with a copy  to the Commission.
