ORDER:

The Complainant sought information as enumerated in his RTI application dated: 10.10.2017. He filed complaint in the Commission dated: 18.01.2018 under section 18 of the Right to Information Act, 2005. 


Notice of hearing has been issued to the parties for 10.05.2018 to appear before the Commission.


The complainant is absent for today’s hearing. 


The Respondent states that the information sought by the complainant has already been supplied to him. 


In these circumstances, it is relevant to invite the attention of the Complainant to the judgement of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India rendered on 12.12.2011 in Civil Appeal Nos. 10787-10788 of 2011 (arising out of SLP(C) No. 32768-32769/2010) - Chief Information Commissioner and another Vs. State of Manipur and another, in Para 31 whereof, it has been held that while entertaining a complaint case under Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005, the Commissioners have no jurisdiction to pass an order providing for an access to the information. As such, since the complainant has approached the Commission under the provision of Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005, no directions for providing further information can be given by the Commission.
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Since there is an alternative and efficacious remedy of first appeal available to the Complainant under section 19 (1) of the RTI Act, 2005, which has not been availed in the instant case and the First Appellate Authority has not had the occasion to review the decision of the PIO, as envisaged under the RTI Act by passing a detailed well reasoned speaking order. 


In view of the aforesaid, the instant matter is remanded to the FAA. The Commission hereby directs the FAA to treat the copy of the Complaint (enclosed herewith) as the First Appeal and decide the matter in accordance with the provisions of the  RTI Act after giving all concerned parties an opportunity to be heard.


The FAA is directed to peruse all the relevant documents during the hearing and examine whether the information provided by the PIO is complete, relevant and correct. Where the FAA is satisfied that the information provided by the PIO is as per the records, the First Appeal shall be disposed of. In the event, there are any deficiencies in the information provided by the PIO, the FAA shall direct the PIO to provide the complete information in reply to the RTI application dated 29.11.2017 to the Complainant. 


In view of the above, the complaint case is remanded back to the First Appellate Authority.

The perusal of the record reveals that in this case, the appellant has tried his best to get the information from the PIO who failed to provide the information to the appellant. He has been made to run from pillar to post for getting the information, which he could not get even after the notice was issued by the Commission in the Second Appeal. He has suffered unnecessary detriments/harassment in getting the information at the hands of the PIO.


I have also looked into all the facts and circumstances of the case. In my view this is a fit case, where award of compensation under Section 19 (8) (b) is also called for. I have no doubt in my mind that this state of affairs has also come about on account of the absence of adequate machinery for handling the RTI work in the Public Information Officer Sh. Jarnail Singh, P.F.S., Divisional Forest Officer, Ferozepur is thus, responsible for the inadequate handling of the RTI requests and in the instant case as well. 


I, therefore, order that compensation of Rs. 5000/- (Rupees Five Thousand Only) be paid to the appellant for the detriments suffered by him. 


This amount shall be payable from the funds of Sh. Jarnail Singh, P.F.S., Divisional Forest Officer, Ferozepur by way of crossed Cheque/Demand Draft  in the name of Sh. Hardeep Singh within one month.                  


The respondent PIO is also directed to send a copy of Cheque/Demand Draft to the Commission to establish the fact that order of the Commission has been complied with.

In the above said circumstances, Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in SLP no. 27734 of 2012 titled Girish Ramchandra Deshpande Vs Cen. Information Commr. & Ors and another has held in its order on 03.10.2012:-  

(13.    We are in agreement with the CIC and the courts below that the details called for by the petitioner i.e. copies of all memos issued to the third respondent, show cause notices and orders of censure/punishment etc. are qualified to be personal information as defined in clause (j) of Section 8(1) of the RTI Act. 
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APPEAL CASE NO. 2449 OF 2017
The performance of an employee/officer in an organization is primarily a matter between the employee and the employer and normally those aspects are governed by the service rules which fall under the expression “personal information”, the disclosure of which has no relationship to any public activity or public interest. On the other hand, the disclosure of which would cause unwarranted invasion of privacy of that individual. Of course, in a given case, if the Central Public Information Officer or the State Public Information Officer of the Appellate Authority is satisfied that the  larger public interest justifies the disclosure of such information, appropriate orders could be passed but the petitioner cannot claim those details as a matter of right).

Therefore, no cause of action has been left in the case, thus this Appeal Case is hereby, closed and disposed off.  Copies of the order are sent to the parties.
