In the end, it is submitted that the complaint of the complainant is baseless and unfounded and deserves to be dismissed.  The complainant is trying to influence the decision of the court case while the court cannot go beyond the facts.  Thus the complainant is wasting the valuable time of this Hon’ble court.  It is prayed that the complainant be penalized for filing a false complaint.”


Respondent present states that the document of ownership can be obtained if the complainant becomes a party to the case.   Complainant laments that the decision of the Sessions Judge is dated 11.07.2009, which states:
