In para No.2, photocopies of this record alongwith affidavit regarding non availability of muster roll pertaining to casual labour/ daily wagers working in Buffalo Bull Station, Nabha have been supplied today. The original record brought by the Respondent before this Commission has been shown to the Appellant. Since the needful has been done the case is closed. 
DECISION :


 The case is, therefore, closed and disposed off.
