It is requested that undersigned while posted as SDM Mukerian has not made any delay in supplying the requisite information as asked by the petitioner.  So you are hereby requested to consider the reply in appropriate context and kindly file the notice.” 

An affidavit has also been filed by Sh. Sunil Bhatia who is presently posted as DPI(S) Chandigarh which reads as under: -

1. “That the deponent was posted as SDM Mukerian-cum-PIO from 24.02.20009 to 04.06.2009."

2. That Shri Kewal Krishan Batia, General Secretary, Struggle Committee for Justice and Anti corruption Drive had filed an application under RTI on 08.08.2007 .
3. That the applicant Sh. Kewal Krishan Bhatia was provided the information on 30.08.2007 i.e. much before the posting of the deponent as SDM Mukerian-cum-PIO (24.02.2009 to 04.06.2009).
4. That there was no deliberate delay on the part of the deponent to provide information to the applicant.

5. That immediate after the joining of the deponent as SDM Mukerian-cum-PIO the Elections to the Lok Sabha were announced and in addition of other tasks, the deponent was also appointed as the Assistant Returning Officer, Mukerian Assembly segment.

6. That it is prayed that no penal action including penalty may please be imposed on the deponent. 

7. That the deponent could not appear in the office the Hon’ble Commission o 29.04.2009 due to Election Work and subsequently the deponent was posted out on 04.06.2009 i.e. before the next date of hearing on 08.07.2009.

8. That there is no deliberate act on the part of the deponent to disobey the directions of the Hon’ble Commission and any such act if felt may kindly be pardoned.”

Points recording reasons for imposing penalty are recorded in the Order dated 19.11.2009.  Sh. Paramjit Singh submits that the order should be recalled since each information sought by the Complainant on 25.08.2009 has already been supplied to him.  But he chose not to inform the complainant in writing.  Moreover, if the same information had already been supplied to the complainant, then he should have rejected this application when received by his said office.  I have earlier also given directions to the Deputy Commissioner, Mukerian to decide about the division of penalty imposed between the two officers mentioned above. 



Sh. Paramjit Singh and Sh. Sunil Bhatia behaved in unreasonable and disrespectful manner. They threatened to challenge this order in the court of law which is right of every citizen of India.   As per RTI Act there is no provision for review.   Therefore, their demand to review the order is dismissed.
