“The appellant is present.

The original application was filed by the appellant on 13.11.2015. Despite a lapse of significant time the respondents have failed to provide the information. is furnished, be not imposed under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 on him for causing willful delay / denial of the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the Appellant under Section 19 (8) (b) of the Act  for the detriment suffered by him. 


       

In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also given an opportunity under Section 
20(1) proviso thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.”



The case has been taken up today.  The appellant is present.



Sh. Shinder Pal, Panchayat Secretary has come present on behalf of the respondents.  He says that the information asked for has already been dispatched to the appellant by registered post.  The appellant acknowledges its receipt.  Simultaneously, he states that it does not meet his requirement as mentioned in his original application.  He has shown us the documents sent by the respondents.  It partially meets his requirement.  The respondents are once again directed to send him a proper reply mentioning therein the total amount of grant received and the details of the expenditure made thereafter.  Sh. Shinder Pal further says that the PIO i.e. the Block Development & Panchayat Officer, Guruharsahia is busy in the conduct of Assembly Elections and is unable to join the proceedings.  The Commission accepts his plea and directs him to take action as mentioned above.”


Sh. Gurdial Singh, JE, O/o BDPO, Guruharsahai is present on behalf of the respondents and states that an amount of Rs. 5 lakh was received from the Government for
