Sh. Kulwant Singh was asked to produce a copy of the letter under which the RTI 

request of Sh. Varun  was transferred to the PIO office of the Secretary (Health III Branch) Medical Education and Research, Punjab.



On this, he said that he was directed to act  as PIO in this particular case by Sh. Manmohan Singh, Deputy Secretary, Health Department, Government of Punjab.
In his  reply, dated 25.11.2014, Sh. Kulwant Singh   claimed   that  as the 
information sought for by the appellant is more than 20 years old and hence, under RTI Act, the documents which are more than 20 years old, cannot be supplied to the information seeker.

Sh. Varun submits that the First Appellate Authority did not take any cognizance to 
his first appeal, moved against the decision of the PIO concerned, despite the fact that he sent reminder to it also.
He submits that Sh. Kulwant Singh has claimed that the information sought for by 
him (information seeker) is more than 20 years old and is not available in the official record and cannot be supplied to appellant  as per provisions of RTI Act.


He submits that there is no provision in the RTI Act which prohibits the disclosure of information pertaining to those documents/record which is more than 20 years old and hence the information has been denied to him with malafide intention.


He alleges that the respondent PIO concerned has deliberately claimed that the record, in connection of which information has been sought for, has gone missing and not traceable as it is more than 20 years old,  with  the  sole motive to deny the same to the appellant.



Apart from demanding that an inquiry be launched  as to how and as to when the record pertaining to the queries raised by him in the RTI request has gone missing and who was custodian of that record, the appellant demands that penalty be imposed on the PIO concerned for his involvement in the making the official record to go missing.  
He also submits few judgments of the Central Information Commission, New Delhi, 
to substantiate his claim. These judgments are taken on record.
After hearing the parties concerned and examining the documents placed on 
record, I am of the considered view that the PIO, office the Secretary, Health and Family Welfare Punjab, Chandigarh, must be impleaded as respondent parties in this case.
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 I am also of the considered view that as an important law point, regarding the fact 
that whether penalty is to be imposed on the PIO for the missing of record, without verifying the fact that whether he is involved into the same or not, hence, a Larger/Full Bench be constituted to decided this issue.
