                     However, the respondent PIO failed to honour his commitment to furnish information by the next date of hearing i.e. 10.09.2014 and the commission was constrained to issue show cause notice u/s 20(1) was issued  to the respondent PIO Mr. SP Singh , XEN in the o/o Chief Engg., PWD,Patiala and also-bailable warrant were issued to ensure his presence at the next date of hearing 30.09.2014. Besides,  the commission ordered that  a compensation of Rs. 2000/ be paid under 19(8)b to the appellant for the detriment suffered which was to be paid by the appellant out of the account of the public authority.



In compliance to the commission’s orders, the requisite information was supplied to the appellant who sought time to peruse the information and point out deficiencies if any. Also, a response was filed to the show cause notice which was taken on record.



When the case came up for hearing on 14.10.2014, the PIO preferred to abstain. However, the appellant expressed his satisfaction with the information provided to him during the last date of hearing. In the light of this, the case was closed and disposed of to the extent it related to providing information.



However, the commission directed the respondent PIO to be present at the next date of hearing i.e. 04.11.2014 to explain the delay of over 100 days in furnishing the information.
