Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 9.4.2014.


Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds which were required to be looked into by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1) (b) of the Act ibid. Notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for today.


On the last date of  hearing i.e. on 20.5.14, Shri Paramjit Singh, Traffic Havildar, appearing for the respondent PIO, stated that the requisite information was  sent to the complainant vide letter No. 152, dated 1.5.2014. He also handed over a copy of the supplied information to the commission. However, when he was directed to contact the Inspector Traffic to verify whether the information has been sent to the applicant - complainant or not. After few minutes, Shri Paramjit Singh stated that the Inspector Traffic has informed him on phone that an official was deputed to deliver the information, it could not be delivered, as the complainant was not available at his residence. Hence the information is yet to be supplied.


In view of above facts, Shri Balbir Chand, Inspector Traffic, o/o S.S.P. Moga, was directed to attend the commission on the next date of hearing,  with written submissions, action taken report and complete record for the perusal of the same, by  the commission.


The complainant was also directed to attend the commission either in person or to depute his representative on the next date of hearing, failing which it would be presumed that he did not want to pursue his case any more and  ex-parte proceedings would be taken  and the case was adjourned to  today..


During hearing of this case today,  Shri Ravi Pal, ASI stated that the requisite information have been received by the complainant personally.   Since the complete information in this case stands supplied to the applicant – complainant, the case is disposed of/closed.

ORDER:


Shri Harminder Singh Sandhu, complainant vide an RTI application dated  28.1.14 addressed to  PIO o/o DDPO,  Jalandhar   sought certain information on 13 points  pertaining to  Gram Panchayat Chak Sodha, Tehsil and  Block  Bhogpur,  Distt.  Jalandhar.


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 9.4.14.


Since the perusal of the file revealed that there were sufficient grounds which were required to be looked into by the Commission in terms of Section 18(1)(b) of the Act ibid. Notice of hearing was issued to both the parties.


On the last date of hearing of this case, it was observed that DDPO  Jalandhar transferred the said RTI application vide letter dated 7.2.14 to the BDPO,  Bhogpur under the provisions of  Section 6(3) of the  RTI Act, 2005 for providing the information directly to the complainant and a copy of this letter had also been  endorsed to the complainant for information and necessary action.


 During  hearing of this case, it was further noted that none had put in appearance on behalf of the complainant.   It was also not clear whether the  complete information  as demanded by the complainant had been received by him or not.  


As such  Shri Bhupinder Singh, BDPO,  Bhogpur, District  Jalandhar  was directed:

i) To appear before the Commission personally alongwith Shri Sukhdev Kumar,  Panchayat Secretary on the next date of hearing with written submissions, action taken report and record for the perusal of the same by the Commission.   

ii) It was made clear that failing to attend the Commission by the BDPO, Bhogpur and Shri Sukhdev Kumar, PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat, Chak Sodha, Block Bhogpur could attract the penalty provisions of  Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 against them.


Shri Harminder Singh, complainant was also directed to appear before the Commission on the next date fixed to defend his case failing which it would be presumed that he had nothing to say and the case would  be disposed of in his absence and the case was adjourned to today.



During hearing of this case today, it is noted  that a letter  under signatures of  Shri Sukhdev Kumar, PIO cum Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat, Chak Sodha, Block Bhogpur, Jalandhar has been received in this Commission on 11.6.14 wherein it has been mentioned that the requisite information has personally  been received by  Shri Harminder Singh Sandhu, complainant on 7.6.14.  He has also enclosed with this letter copy of  the information provided  to the complainant for perusal of the Commission.   


Since, the complete information now stands provided to the complainant, the case is   disposed of/closed.

ORDER:


Shri  Vijay Kumar, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 2.12.13 , addressed to PIO o/o SDM,  Guru Harsahai,  sought  certain information pertaining to the files which were  in the  Suvidha Centre  for the period from 1.8.13 to 31.8.13 for  issuance of residence, income, SC certificates  etc.


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 22.1.14 under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the Act   ibid and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  on   31.3.14 under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the said.   Accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


On the last date of  hearing i.e.  27.5.14, Shri Vijay Kumar, appellant stated that he had not received any information from the respondent PIO cum SDM, Guru Harsahai, Distt.  Ferozepur till date.   Similarly, the First Appellate Authority cum DC,  Ferozepur to whom the first appeal was filed on 22.1.14 had not responded at all.


It  was thus  noted that total  lackadaisical approach had been adopted by the respondent PIO cum SDM, Guruharsahai  in providing the demanded information to the appellant, willfully, intentionally and without any reasonable cause..   As such a show cause notice was issued to Shri Kala Ram Kansala PIO cum  SDM, Guruharsahai, Distt. Ferozepur to explain in writing as to why penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to the maximum of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand only) be not imposed upon him  for his failing to  provide the information as mandated under the provisions of  Section 7(1)  of RTI Act,   to the  appellant  though he filed an RTI Application on  2.12.2013.  

            He was  also afforded an opportunity of being heard on the next date of hearing, failing to avail the same it  shall be presumed  that  he has nothing to say and the ex-parte proceedings would be initiated against them.


 He was further  directed to supply the   point-wise, correct, complete  and duly attested information to the appellant under his signatures, free of cost,  under registered cover within  7 days from today. 


He  was further directed to attend the Commission,  on the next date of hearing  with one spare set of  provided information and the case was adjourned to today.


During hearing of this case today, Shri Kala Ram Kansal PIO cum  SDM, Guruharsahai, Distt. Ferozepur stated that the information to the appellant was supplied vide letter  dated 13.12.13.   However, since Naib Tehsildar, Guruharsahai who was deputed to attend the Commission personally on the last date of hearing i.e. 27.5.14 vide order dated 28.4.14 could not attend the Commission as the RTI  Clerk did not convey him the order because of  his himself proceeding on paternity leave.  Naib Tehsildar could not attend the Commission  Naib Tehsildar could not apprise the Commission of above fact.  He also produced before the Commission a hand written letter by Shri Vijay Kumar, appellant expressing his satisfaction with the provided information.


In view of the detailed submissions made by Shri Kala Ram Kansal PIO cum  SDM, Guruharsahai, Distt. Ferozepur before the Commission, the show cause notice issued to him is dropped.


Now since the complete information in this case stands provided to the appellant to his satisfaction, the case is disposed of/closed.
