Both the Panchayat Secretaries submit that they had issued a letter asking the information-seeker to deposit the requisite fee before he could be allowed copies of the relevant documents.  The stand of the respondent, however, is not valid,  as in the present case, the information-seeker had applied to the PIO/CDPO, Ahmedgarh on 25.10.2012 who had in turn transferred it under Section 6(3) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 to the Block Development and Panchayat Officer who in turn has transferred the RTI request to the Panchayat Secretary on 17.1.2013 under the RTI Act. Fee could have been demanded within 10 days.  Since this was not done, documents be supplied now free of cost.  The expenditure of photocopying will be borne by the respondent-panchayats.

It is further clarified that under Section 4 of the RTI Act names of the beneficiaries are to be published suo-moto by the respondent.  This provision of the law should strictly be complied with in future.

Parties agree to inspect the relevant record in the custody of the respondent-Panchayats. The complainant will identify the document of which he needs copies. The same shall be supplied free of cost.  However, if any record has been transferred to the District Social Security Officer, Sangrur, letter number with date on which the record was transferred shall also be conveyed in writing to the complainant.
