                       Since the PIO has failed to discharge his duty, the onus of collecting the information and providing it to the appellant is on the respondent-PIO. Moreover, the representative of the PIO had assured to provide the entire information but he failed to provide the same. Thus, the  assurance given to the commission during the hearing has not been honoured.
