In compliance to the order dated 20.05.2014, Sh. Jatinder Singh Brar, Deputy Chief 
Executive Officer office of Zila Parishad, Gurdaspur, appeared in person in today’s hearing and submits a reply dated 12.06.2014 stating that the information sought for by the appellant, Sh.  Ganesh Kumar is not available in the official record. 

 Sh. Jatinder Singh Brar, Deputy C. E. O., is directed to re-submit a reply in the 
shape of an affidavit stating that the information sought for by the appellant  is not available in the official-record or is missing.
