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him today by hand vide letter dated 11.06.2015 in the Commission with which he is not satisfied and requests that penal action against the respondent should be taken.

Sh. Nishant Joshi, D.E.O. on behalf of the respondent files reply to the notice of the Commission vide endorsement dated 11.06.2015. He states that the information has been provided to the appellant vide letter no. 3828/DTO/Bathinda dated 11.06.2015 by hand today in the Commission.

After hearing the parties and perusing the record, it is ascertained that the information sought by the appellant vide his RTI application dated 13.03.2015 was to be provided as per time frame stipulated in the RTI Act, 2005. The respondent had, it appears, failed to comply with the provisions of the Act ibid and delayed/denied willfully the providing of information. In view of this, I deem it appropriate to issue show cause notice under section 20 (1) of the RTI Act, 2005, to PIO, Sh.  Latif Ahmed, as to why penalty be not imposed upon him for willful delay/ denial in providing the information to the RTI applicant. He is directed to file his reply to the show cause notice in writing in the form of affidavit before the next date of hearing.

In addition to his submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under Section 20(1) proviso thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing. He may note that in case he does not file his  submission and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be  presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall 
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proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. The matter to come up for further hearing on 07.07.2015 at 02:00 PM.
