Notice was issued to the parties for hearing for 02.07.2014 in the Commission.
3.
Sh. Surinder Kumar son of the complainant is present in the Commission and states that the information sought vide RTI application dated 16.03.2013 was sent to the Commissioner Food & Civil Supplies, Punjab for obtaining information. He further states that the information as a matter of fact is available with the office of the Commissioner, Food & Civil Supplies, Punjab, Deputy Director (Field) Jalandhar and District Food &  
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Civil Supplies Controller, Gurdaspur. In the end, he states that though the same information has been provided to him by the DFSC, Gurdaspur but remaining information has yet not been provided to him by the Commissioner, Food & Civil Supplies, Punjab and Deputy Director (Field) Jalandhar. 
4.
Sh. Joginder Singh, DFSC, Gurdaspur files reply to the show cause notice issued to him vide order dated 02.07.2014 which is taken on record. He states that the information available with him has been provided vide memo no. 2014/ 2510 dated 27.06.2014 to the complainant and that there was no malafide in delaying the information. He points out that when RTI application was received from PIO-cum-Deputy Director o/o Commissioner, Food & Supply, Punjab the procurement season(Rabi) was at its peak and all officials of his office were busy in procuring wheat and storing it as also making payments thereof.  He further states that the delay if any was due to the reason above mentioned and the PIO had no malafide intention in delay or denial in providing the information. Further, he tenders unconditional apology and requests that the show cause notice may be withdrawn.  He also states that part information is to be provided by the Deputy Director (Field) Jalandhar, and some information may be available on record of the Commissioner, Food & Civil Supplies, Punjab.
5.
After hearing both the parties, it is observed that the information sought by the RTI applicant appears to be scattered at Headquarters, in the office of Deputy Director 
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(Field) Jalandhar and in the office of DFSC, Gurdaspur.  It is further observed that some information has been provided by the PIO o/o DFSC, Gurdaspur. In the given circumstances I find it appropriate to relegate the matter to Public Information Officer o/o Commissioner, Food & Civil Supplies, Punjab, Chandigarh to decide the instant RTI application as per provisions of the RTI Act, 2005. The complainant is directed to appear before the Public Information Officer o/o Commissioner, Food & Civil Supplies, Punjab, Chandigarh on 20.08.2014 and the PIO is directed to dispose of the RTI application after hearing the applicant within 30 days.
