ORDER



The complainant places on record, a copy of order dated 7.9.2011 passed in 
CC-702/2011 by the State Information Commission, Punjab, Chandigarh.  In this case, Guru Gobind Singh College of Engineering and Technology, Talwandi Sabo, a private educational institution wholly owned and run by a private trust and not financed directly or indirectly by funds provided by the Government, was held liable to furnish information under the Right to Information Act, 2005 on the grounds that the institute was recognized by the All India Council for Technical Education, which has its nominees in an ex-officio capacity on the Governing Body/Board of Directors of the institute. It was held that the Government and the affiliating University have nominees/directors on the Governing Body/Board of Directors.  Therefore, the respondent-private institution was liable under Section 2(f) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 to furnish the information.

Since, the respondent is absent without intimation, the case is adjourned as a last opportunity to the respondent to file his reply before the next date of hearing, which is fixed for 12.3.2012. It is made clear that in case the respondent does not file any reply or appear on the next date of hearing, exparty proceedings may be drawn against him.
