Since the case was  pending in the Hon’ble Punjab &Haryana High Court and stay had  been granted,  the information could not be supplied at that  stage.
3.	The respondent PIO also submitted  an affidavit vide No. S(U)/RTI/101, dated 31.01.2017 narrating  the factual position of the case. He had  submitted that the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Amritsar had already taken action and had passed order on 24.09.2010 for the recovery of excess payment made to the employee and the case was  pending in the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High Court as recovery had  been stayed and no action could be taken at this stage. He  requested that the orders to pay compensation of Rupees 2000/- might  be withdrawn.   
4.	The appellant informs that compensation of Rs. 2000/-  awarded to him by the Commission,  has not been paid to him as yet by the Public Authority.  	After hearing both the parties and going through the documents placed on record, a serious view was  taken by the Commission for not complying with its orders  awarding compensation of Rs. 2000/- to the appellant for the loss and detriment suffered by him in obtaining the information in the instant case, which was awarded to him  during hearing on 16.02.2017 for the loss and detriment suffered by him during the last about 22 months 
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i.e. since 09.06.2015.  Accordingly, the PIO was  directed to pay the compensation amount of Rs. 2000/-  to the appellant, through a Bank Draft, before the next date of hearing, failing which punitive action under the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 would  be initiated against him. He was  also directed to supply a  copy of affidavit submitted by him, to the appellant for his observations, if any. The case was adjourned to 27.04.2017, which was further postponed for today, due to certain administrative reasons. 
5.	Today, the representative of the appellant informs that compensation amount been paid to the appellant but he expresses dis-satisfaction with the information/reply sent by the respondents. Accordingly, after hearing both the parties, all the concerned PIOs in this case are directed to bring original record,  in person, on the next date of hearing for the perusal of the Commission to facilitate the Commission to arrive at a logical conclusion.
