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published in Dainik Bhaskar dated 06.06.2017 regarding  non-provision of sufficient  medical facilities to the prisoners  in Jails. On receiving no information, he filed an appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated  20.08.2017 and subsequently approached the Commission in Second Appeal vide letter dated 21.09.2017, which was received in the Commission on 26.09.2017. Accordingly, a Notice of Hearing was issued to the concerned parties for today.
2.

Today, Shri Gurlal Singh, Superintendent General Coordination, Punjab Civil Secretariat submits an I.D. letter No. 7/312/2017-G.C.(4)/15177, dated 02.11.2017 vide which the RTI application of the appellant has been transferred to Additional Chief Secretary, Home Affairs, Justice and Jails which has been further transferred to Additional Director General of Police (Prisons), Punjab, Chandigarh and then to PIO of Central Jail, Ludhiana. The representative of the respondents submits a letter No. 1120, dated 11.11.2017 from Deputy Superintendent-cum-PIO, Central Jail, Ludhiana vide which it has been informed that requisite reply has been furnished to the appellant vide letter No. 10584, dated 14.09.2017. Accordingly, the appellant is directed to send his observations, if any, to the PIO, with a copy to the Commission.
