Shri D.S. Sandhu vide an RTI application dated nil addressed to PIO, O/o Commissioner, Nagar Nigam, Amritsar  sought information.

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he had filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide application dated 18.12.2015  under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 and subsequently approached the Commission in second appeal  under Section 19(3) of the RTI Act,2005, which was received in the Commission on 15.03.2016 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 12.05.2016.

On 12.05.2016, appellant was advised to point out the deficiencies in the information provided and respondent was directed to ensure that the deficiencies in the information are made good. Accordingly, the case was adjourned on 14.06.2016.

5.

On 14.06.2016, Respondent states that complete information has already been sent to the Appellant. Appellant states that he is not satisfied with the information provided by the respondent. He further states that he wants to know as to what action has been taken on his complaint. Sh. Angad Singh, Building Inspector – the respondent states that the NOC issued regarding the regularization of the unauthorized construction by the School has been cancelled.

Since, the information has been provided to the appellant, no further cause of action is left. The appeal filed by the appellant is, therefore, disposed of and closed. Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
