On the last date of hearing, held on 11.05.2016, Sh. Narinder Pal Singh, Superintendent requested for an adjournment in this case to file point wise reply to the RTI request of the applicant and another opportunity was given to Ms. Dalbir Kaur, PIO-cum-Assistant Estate Officer, GMADA, Mohali, to file her reply to the show cause issued to her vide orders dated 15.03.2016.

The  appellant, Sh.  Sarabjit Singh Kahlon, appeared in person in today’s hearing.


Sh. Dinesh Chander, Superintendent (Coordination) ; Sh. Narinder Pal Singh, Superintendent and Sh. Harwinder Singh, A. O. (CPF), who appeared on behalf of the respondent in today’s hearing, submit a reply vide letter no.  25014-15 dated 06.06.02016 showing that the requisite information has already been supplied to the appellant, Sh.  Kahlon. It is taken on record. 


The  appellant, Sh.  Kahlon, also submits a written submission dated 14.06.2016. It is taken on record.


In that submission, he has stated that :

1. Punjab Cricket Association is in occupation of 16.18 acres of Public Land; 13.56 acres by virtue of illegal lease deed, and 2.62 acres through unauthorized occupation.  This is in violation of Rules of Business, 1992; as neither the consent of Council of Ministers or Governor-in-Council was obtained.  Additionally, mandatory Finance Department clearance was never given. Based upon illegal lease deed PCA is paying a paltry sum of Rs. 100/acre/year, as lease fee for 13.56 acres of land only. 
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2. Further PUDA has contributed over Rs. 11 crores for the construction of the PCA Stadium and Club House on separate 2.50 acres of public land.  This was done on the understanding that PCA and PUDA shall be equal partners with respect to construction and ownership of cricket stadium, and with respect to the club house; PUDA / PHDB was 80% share holder, likewise revenue was to be shared between the two.  However, till date PUDA / PHDB have not received a single penny from the hundreds of crores of rupees generated by the two properties. With respect to release of state money, PUDA has no records of how this money was spent by PCA, instead it has summary statements that the money has been spent for the purpose that it was given.    

3. PUDA also claims not to have in its possession records of PCA’s financial statements that was incumbent upon PCA to submit, prior to release of money.  These shall include Auditor’s Report, Audited Financial Statements (including balance sheets, Income & Expenditure Accounts, schedules, annexures and notes to accounts) for financial years that it received money from the state viz. 1992 - 1998.
4. PCA has admitted that in return of using 16.18 acres of public land, and Rs. 11 crores of public money, without any accountability or transparency to any authority; it provides benefits to PUDA Officials that cost Rs. 1 crore / year.  The same are as follows.  

a. Corporate box for senior officials


Rs. 40 lac / match.

b. Pavilion complimentary passes 5 & 

50 VIP block.





Rs. 1 lac / match

c. Practice facilities for cricket teams of

PHDB/PUDA

d. Corporate membership to 10 including 

Facilities without payment.



Rs. 3.25 lac/member

e. Ex-officio Executive membership to CA

5. Question arises if PHDB/PUDA officials, who are showered with such generous favors, did they lease their personal property or gave financial aid of Rs. 11 crores from their own hard earned money?  Or, in return of personal benefits; PUDA does not take any action against delinquent PCA that too in spite of numerous violations, evidences and directions in this respect from higher authorities.  Sadly, all the assets in question belong to the state or more precisely to the general public, and these officials are sworn to serve as guardians of valuable state assets, during the course of their duty.

6. In light of the above averments, it is prayed that a vigilance inquiry be initiated to protect the state’s invaluable assets.” 

Sh. Sanjeev Rabra, PIO-cum-Establishment Officer(Co-ordination), Punjab Housing Development Board (Now PUDA) in his affidavit, claimed that the information sought for by the appellant is connected with the Stadium of Punjab Cricket Association(PCA) at Mohali. The stadium is under the jurisdiction of Greater Mohali Area Development Authority (GMADA) and all the record pertaining to the assets and liabilities of Stadium of Punjab Cricket Association has been transferred to GMADA.

He also claimed that record pertaining to Stadium of Punjab Cricket Association, Mohali is not lying in the custody of Punjab Housing Development Board (Now PUDA). He claimed that RTI request of the applicant was transferred to PIO-cum-Assistant Establishment Officer of GMADA under  Section 6 (3) of the RTI Act.


Ms. Dalbir Kaur, PIO-cum-Assistant Estate Officer, GMADA, in the reply given vide letter no. 25014-15 dated 06.06.2016, has claimed that whatever information has been procured from Accountant Officer (Payment) of GMADA, regarding queries of Sh. Kahlon, has been sent to him.


In one of the letter no. 1788 dated 25.05.2016, which has been sent to Sh. Kahlon, the Account Officer has replied that no information is available in the office of GMADA regarding point no. 7.2, 7.3 and 7.4.

Ms. Dalbir Kaur, PIO-cum-Assistant Estate Officer though has been given number of opportunities for filing her reply to the show cause issued to her, she  did not do the same. In the show cause, her name has inadvertently written as Ms. Daljeet Kaur, which may be read as Ms. Dalbir Kaur.


Another opportunity is given to Ms. Dalbir Kaur to file her reply to the show cause  issued to her vide orders dated 15.03.2016 before or on the next date of hearing.

After examining the documents placed on record and hearing the parties concerned, it has emerged that in the instant appeal case that neither PUDA nor GMADA has given reply to the queries raised by Sh. Kahlon in his RTI request. While the respondent PIO concerned of PUDA has claimed that record pertaining  to the queries raised by Sh. Kahlon is lying in the custody of GMADA. The respondent PIO of GMADA has claimed that no such information is lying in the custody of GMADA. 

So in this appeal case it has became apparent that official record pertaining to the financial matter of crores of rupees has gone missing and as these documents are related with the financial grant so a copy of this order be sent to Chief Secretary to Government of Punjab and Chief Director, Vigilance Bureau, Punjab, for taking appropriate action, if they desire so and deem it fit.
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A copy of this order also be sent to Principal Secretary to Government of Punjab, Department of Housing and Urban Development to take appropriate action at his level, if he desires so and deem it fit and also to ensure compliance of this order by  ensuring the presence  of Ms. Dalbir Kaur, PIO-cum-Assistant Estate Officer in the Commission on the next date of hearing.
