Today, Sh. Iqbal Singh, Naib Tehsildar is present and states that delay occurred because the date of the original application was written as 18.01.2009 whereas it was 25.11.2008.  Thereafter, the said department started searching for the application.  It is pointed out that the contents of the information sought were also recorded in the order dated 19.08.2009.   This plea of the respondent at this belated stage is not tenable. Sh. Iqbal Singh, Niab Tehsildar has been advised that the original application was dated 25.11.2008 and till first hearing on 19.08.2009, no information had been provided when a period of nine months had already elapsed.  Therefore, unreasonable delay was prima facie proved for imposition of penalty.   



A letter dated 17.05.2010 has been received from the respondent, which was received in the Commission on 04.06.2010.  The letter states:

I have gone through all the points of information sought by the complainant in the presence of both the parties. He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte. 



Instructions are given to Sh. Kulbir Singh, Addl. Deputy Commissioner to identify the PIO for the period from 10.12.2009 till date. 



Events of correspondence and the proceedings that took place after the original application was filed by the complainant on 01.09.2008 should also be notified in the reply to the show cause notice.   Imposition of penalty will be decided after receipt of reply to the show cause notice. 



PIO should be personally present in the next hearing.
