The RTI application is dated 26.02.2015.  First appeal is dated 30.03.2015. Second 
appeal with the Commission is dated 04.05.2015. 

The appellant, Sh. Navdeep Singh Kamboj, who appeared in person in today’s 
hearing, alleges that the respondent PIO concerned  has not offered him any opportunity to inspect the relevant record, as mentioned by him in his RTI request dated 26.02.2015.

He alleges that inspection of relevant official record, which is lying in the custody 
of the public authority concerned,  is being  denied to him deliberately with the intention to cover up various acts of  omission and commission of the authorities concerned. He demands that apart from giving directions to respondent PIO concerned for facilitating inspection of the relevant official record, penal action be taken against the respondent PIO concerned and he be  given suitable compensation for the detriments suffered by him.
Sh. Gurdeep Singh,  Registrar-cum-PIO office of Giani Zail Singh Punjab Technical 

University Campus, Bathinda, who appeared in person in today’s hearing, submits that inspection of relevant official record was denied to Sh. Kamboj as the same is ‘confidential’.
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When asked as to how the relevant official record, pertaining to the candidates, who were caught cheating while taking exams and against whom ‘unfair means case’ (UMC) has been made, is confidential, he simply stated that it is ‘confidential’ as it relates with the ‘third party’.
When asked under which provision of the RTI Act, a cheater could be given 

protection against disclosure of his name, when his name figured among the list of those candidates against whom UMC case has been made out by the authorities concerned.


On this, he stated that PIO of office of Dean, Academic Affairs (Controller of Examinations), Giani Zail Singh Punjab Technical University Campus, Bathinda, was consulted on this issue and he informed him that it is ‘private information’ and could not be disclosed.

He also submits a reply, vide letter no. 4151 dated 03.07.2015, stating that the 

Information seeker was denied inspection of record on the basis of the guidelines given by the Dean of Academic Affairs (Controller of Examinations), Giani Zail Singh Punjab Technical University Campus, Bathinda. It is taken on record.



Sh. Gurdeep Singh states that Dean of Academic Affairs (Controller of Examinations), Giani Zail Singh Punjab Technical University Campus, Bathinda be impleaded as necessary party in this case.



In view of the above, PIO office of Dean of Academic Affairs (Controller of Examinations), Giani Zail Singh Punjab Technical University Campus, Bathinda, be impleaded as party in this case. A copy of the RTI request be sent to him alongwith this order through registered post  for his ready reference
Sh. Karanvir Singh, who is PIO-cum-Dean of Academic Affairs (Controller of 
Examinations), Giani Zail Singh Punjab Technical University Campus, Bathinda, is directed to appear in person on the next date of hearing alongwith relevant official record. 

Sh. Gurdeep Singh,  Registrar-cum-PIO is also directed to facilitate the applicant to 
inspect the relevant official record, so that he could identify the information on any day during working hours on 15.07.2015, 16.07.2015, 17.07.2015, 20.07.2015, 21.07.2015, 22.07.2015, 23.07.2015 and 24.07.2015 and take certified  copies of the same ‘free of cost’.


Both the parties mutually agreed to it during the hearing today. 

After examining the documents placed on record, it also emerges that the requisite 

Information (inspection of record) has not been supplied by the respondent PIO to the information seeker even after a period of three months.

In view of the above,  PIO - Sh. Gurdeep Singh,  Registrar office of Vice Chancellor, 
Giani Zail Singh Punjab Technical University Campus, Bathinda, will show cause under Section 20 (1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon him for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the information-seeker under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.
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In addition to his submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under 
Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.
He will also show cause under Section 20 (2) of the RTI Act, as to why disciplinary 

action be  not  recommended against upon him for willful delay in supplying the information to the RTI applicant. under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.

He may note that in case he does not file his submission and does not avail 
himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 
He is also directed to  file a status report regarding action taken by him on the RTI 

request filed by the applicant, which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official record before or on the next date of hearing.
