B.M.Singh, PCS (under suspension) came present. The Complainant was not present. Shri Bhupinder Singh, PCS had stated that he had recently been transferred from the post of Sub Divisional Magistrate, Moga and had joined as Assistant Commissioner (Grievances), Ludhiana and remained busy in his duty relating to general elections and so he could not prepare written explanation. Shri B.M.Singh, PCS had stated that he was under suspension and a police case was registered against him relating to the office of DTO, Bathinda. He stated that he has been advised by his counsel not to visit the office of the DTO, Bathinda during the pendency of the case and he had requested that DTO, Bathinda be asked to make available the record relating to this case to him so that he could file written reply  based on the record. The DTO, Bathinda was directed to provide access to the relevant record to Shri B.M.Singh, PCS, in the office of the State Transport Commissioner, Punjab, Chandigarh.  Accordingly, both the above named officers were given another opportunity to file written explanations by 1.7.2014.

CC No. 1120 of 2012 
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On 1.7.2014 Sh. Bhupinder Singh, PCS, SDM, Moga now Asstt.Commissioner (Grievances), Ludhiana and Sh.B.M.Singh, PCS (US) were not present. Both these officers were issued show cause notice as to why penalty be not be imposed upon them under the provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005. Both the above officers were given a last opportunity to be personally present at the next date of hearing as an opportunity to be heard before imposition of penalty failing which exparte decision would be taken and the case was adjourned to 20.8.2014.


On 20.8.2014   Shri Bhupinder Singh, PCS, now working as Additional 
Deputy Commissioner (General), Amritsar and Shri B.M.Singh, PCS (under suspension) came present. The complainant was not present. Shri Bhupinder Singh, PCS, Additional Deputy Commissioner (General), Amritsar had filed his written explanation dated 19.8.2014 which was taken on record. In view of the facts stated by Shri Bhupinder Singh, PCS in his explanation, the show cause notice issued to him was dropped as he had not been found responsible for delay in supply of the information to the complainant. 



On 20.8.2014   Shri B.M.Singh, PCS (under suspension) who also came present ,had stated that he could not file his written explanation relating to this case because he could not access the record of this case and had sought adjournment. In view of the submission of Shri B.M.Singh, PCS (under suspension), another opportunity was given to him to file his explanation within four weeks time and the case was adjourned to 14.10.2014.


Today Shri B.M. Singh, PCS (under suspension) is not present. Shri B.M. Singh has also failed to file his written explanation despite being given various opportunities. It appears that Shri B.M.Singh has nothing to say regarding the delay in the supply of information. Shri B.M.Singh has failed to file his explanation despite being given various opportunities; he also failed to appear in this Commission on various hearings and has caused delay in providing the information to the complainant even when 
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he came aware of the pending RTI request through the notice of hearing issued by this Commission.  As per the information provided by the District Transport Officer, Bathinda, vide letter No. 66 dated 17.2.2014, Shri B.M.Singh, PCS had worked as PIO, Office of District Transport Officer, Bathinda from 20.4.2012 to 23.5.2013. The notice of hearing was sent to the PIO on 29.5.2012 when the above named officer was posted as PIO.  Accordingly as per the provisions of Section 20 (1) of the Right to Information Act, 2005, this Commission imposes a penalty of Rs. 25,000/–( twenty-five thousand rupees only) on Shri B.M.Singh PCS (under suspension) for not having acted as per the provisions of the Right to Information Act, 2005 .A copy of this order be sent to the Secretary to Government of Punjab, Department of Finance to recover the above amount of penalty from Sh. B.M.Singh,  PCS, (under suspension) and deposit the same with the Government of Punjab under appropriate head of account.
