The counsel for the complainant produces an attested photocopy of an order dated 4.10.2011 passed by the Hon’ble Justice A.G. Masih in CWP No.18727 of 2011.  A perusal of this order shows that Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court has stayed the imposition of penalty vide order dated 8.9.2011 qua the petitioner-Shri Santokh Raj.

2.

This matter was considered by the State Information Commission on 5.10.2011 when it was observed that no compensation has been awarded by this Commission on 8.10.2011 against the PIO.  There are two distinct provisions in the Right to Information Act, 2005 relating to award of compensation and penalty.  Under Section 19(8)(b), the Commission is empowered to direct the public authority to compensate a complainant for any loss or other determent suffered.  Compensation, therefore, is awarded in favour of a complainant against the public authority and not against the PIO concerned.  On the other hand, Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 deals with penalties and this penalty @ Rs.250/- per day of delay beyond 30 days may be awarded subject to the condition that total amount of penalty shall not exceed Rs.25000/-.
3.

As per the order of this Commission dated 8.9.2011, the compensation of Rs.3000/- was awarded to the complainant and this amount is to be paid by the public authority i.e. Gurdaspur Central Cooperative Bank, Fatehgarh Churian, District Gurdaspur.  The relevant part of the order passed by the Hon’ble Justice A.G. Masih on 4.10.2011 reads “imposition of penalty of the order dated 8.9.2011 qua the petitioner is stayed.”  The petitioner in CWP No.18727/2011 was Shri Santokh Raj.  It is made clear that no compensation was awarded against Shri Santokh Raj and as such order dated 8.9.2011 by the State Commission awarding compensation of Rs.3000/- was to be paid by the public authority of the concerned Cooperative Bank are valid. No stay exists against this order qua the public authority of Cooperative Bank.

However, the complainant is absent today without intimation.  He has also not filed any rejoinder/objections.  Accepting the plea of the respondent that the information stood furnished to the information-seeker, the present complaint case is closed.
