Arguments in this case were heard on 24.06.2013 and the order was reserved for pronouncement on 15.07.2013. 

 

The complainant had filed an RTI-application on 23.10.2012. Failing to get information, the applicant/ complainant approached the Commission on 03.04.2013. The notice for hearing was sent on 25.03.2013 to both the parties to appear in the Commission on 17.04.2013. The Counsel for respondent sought time to file reply  on first hearing and finally filled a response on 06.05.2013.

 

The complainant in his RTI application had sought documents related salary of an employee Mrs. Harpreet Kaur, English Lecturer d/o Sh. Kashmir Singh for the period of 08.09.2012  working in the respondent PIO’s institute along with her bank name, account number and salary statement.  

                   The counsel for the respondent-PIO in his written submission and in his  arguments during hearing on  26.06.2013 pointed out that the complainant was seeking information which  was related to third party, thus invading the privacy of an individual. Also he mentioned that the third party was none other but his own estranged wife with whom he was in litigation in a court in Amritsar. However, the complainant had consciously concealed this fact.
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Complaint Case no. 1021/2013

                        The counsel for the petitioner on behalf of the respondent-PIO  argued that the  provision of section 11(i) of the RTI act demands that the third party information be disclosed only in the public interest. Thus, the public interest is paramount while deciding whether the third party information is to be made public or not. 

 
Since the applicant / complainant was seeking information related to his estranged wife and invade privacy of personal life by seeking her salary statement, her bankers and bank account etc to settle personal scores and for some ulterior motives and extraneous consideration. 



The complainant conceded during hearing that he had concealed the fact in his RTI application that he was seeking information regarding his estranged wife  and no public interest was involved.



Also   the counsel  for the respondent submitted that the Shivalik College of Education, Gurdaspur is not a public authority and not bound by the RTI Act, 2005. The complainant neither   contested this nor suggested in any other way that the said respondent institute was public authority covered u/s 2 (h) of the  RTI Act, 2005 obliged to  furnish information. 



In the light of above, the case is dismissed,and closed.
