(31.  We uphold the said contention and do not find any error in the impugned judgment of the High Court whereby it has been held that the Commissioner while entertaining a complaint under Section 18 of the said Act has no jurisdiction to  pass an order providing for access to the information).

In view of aforementioned, the instant Complaint Case is found to be bereft of merit and therefore it is closed and disposed of.

1. The instant Appeal Case infact is Complaint Case filed by the complainant under Section 18 of the RTI Act which has been labeled as Appeal Case by the Registry inadvertently. On not satisfied with the response of the respondent, the complaint was filed in the Commission on 10.06.2016.
2. Notice was issued to the parties for hearing on 18.08.2016 in the Commission.

3. The complainant states that though he has received the information but rues that the respondent while disposing of his RTI application dated 16.02.2016 has neither mentioned the name of PIO nor has mentioned the designation and complete address 
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of the FAA. He further points out that in letter dated 05.03.2016, whereby the RTI application has been transferred under Section 6 (3) of the RTI Act, the address has simply been mentioned as Secretary, Department of Governance Reforms, Govt. of Punjab but the complete address has not been mentioned thereby leading to problem of locating the said office by an RTI applicant. 
4.  The respondent states that the reply to the Notice of the Commission has already been sent vide letter dated 25.07.2016 mentioning therein that as per order dated 24.06.2016 of the FAA the information has been provided to the information seeker vide letter dated 27.06.2016. 

5. After hearing both the parties and perusing the record available on file, it is ascertained that the information has been received by the complainant but he has pointed out minor discrepancies in view of which the respondent PIO is directed to mention the name/ designation of the PIO and also mention specifically the complete designation/ address of the FAA while disposing of the RTI application in future.  The PIO should also borne in mind that whenever RTI application is transferred under Section 6(3) complete address of the PIO should be mentioned therein. With these directions, the instant Complaint Case is hereby disposed of and closed.
