On 23.06.2016, this forum observed as under :-


“The appellant has sought a copy of  policy/instructions issued by the Government with reference to the cognizance having been taken/to be taken in respect of the applicants who were found to have allegedly submitted forged certificates while applying for the post of Teaching Fellows advertised in the year 2007.  It transpires that out of 457 alleged offenders criminal complaints in respect of only 36 were filed whereas the rest have gone scot-free. The appellant seeks to know the policy/criteria having been adopted by the concerned authority to selectively book the delinquent applicants.



The respondent has provided the appellant a copy of memo dated 28.07.2010 which according to him is the policy document governing the issue. He further submits that the matter has

already been considered at the level of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court and has been enquired into by a couple of Committees formed by the government.  He further states that various                                                                                  

writ petitions have been filed by the applicants thus arraigned in the case. No specific policy/document besides the above exists on the record of the government as the follow up action of the cognizance has been taken by the District Education Officers (E) who are the appointing authorities in the districts.



Be that as it is, the respondents are directed to apprise the appellant status of the subject issue and submit his aforesaid version in writing with a copy to the appellant.”



The matter has been heard today.  The status quo remains.  The respondent reiterates that no definite policy or criteria reduced in writing was ever determined by the Department to take action in the aforementioned case.  The appellant asserts that  pick and choose policy of the Department is not justifiable at all.  This forum cannot sit in judgment over the grievance of the appellant.  Its domain is confined only to assist in providing the information which already exists on record.  What transpires from the submissions made by the Parties that no such information which materially exists on record, has been withheld by the respondents with reference to appeal in hand.  No more action is required as far as this forum is concerned.  The appeal is closed.

This case has been received on transfer from the bench of Sh.  A. S. Chanduraian, Hon’ble State Information Commissioner on the request of the appellant.


The matter was taken up today.  Both the parties were heard.  It transpires that the appellant is brother of an erstwhile employee of the Department of Industrial Training and Technical Education, Punjab, who has since retired.



The perusal of the application suggests that the information being sought relates to a third party and is personal in nature.  There is nothing on record to suggest that he has been authorized to procure the information relating to her which is quite personal in nature.  More so, the application is rather a questionnaire seeking answers and explanations.  The details of leaves, GPF, 
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APPEAL CASE NO.3835/2015
GIS etc. come in the domain of ‘personal  information’ and the Section 8 (1) (j) is attracted to deny the information.  Having said so this forum finds that the information to the applicant has already been supplied by the PIO vide their memo No.721 dated 16.05.2016.


The respondents have produced before the Commission copies of letters addressed to the appellant.  The Commission has perused the same.  It is revealed the appellant is seeking a redressal of a grievance towards the payment of the pension benefits of his sister.  The Department seemingly has taken appropriate measures to make good the payments due to her.  So much so they have provided with photo copies of the details of the bills submitted in the Treasury along with their tracking report.



The Commission observes that if he has still any grievance regarding the delay in payments he can approach the appropriate authority.  The Commission is not a grievance redressal forum.  We find that no more further intervention of the Commission is desirable in this case.  The appeal is disposed accordingly.
