The PIO-cum-District Food and Supply Controller, Roopnagar is directed that he
should file reply to the complaint filed by the complainant/applicant and send the same to the
Commission within a week. IN case of non compliance of the Order of the Commission, strict
action will be taken against the PIO under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.
