Since the information sought is a zerox copy of one application addressed to District Development
and Panchayat Officers, Nawanshehar, Tarn Taran, Ferozepore, Hoshiarpur, Ludhiana, Barnala, Fatehgarh Sahib,
Ropar, Amritsar, Mohali, Pathankot, Faridkot and Kapurthala, the aforesaid appeals shall be disposed of by a single
order.

The Commission has perused the original application of the appellant. A couple of points of the
application seeking information are vague and indistinct. In the rest of the points the appellant virtually seeks the
entire record maintained in the offices of BDPOs and the Panchayats operating under them. To make it lucid, he is
seeking information about the personnel details of the entire department and the details of the development works
done in each Panchayat and allied information with supporting documents/vouchers etc. Such a huge, humongous
and indiscriminate supply of information shall for sure erode the normal functioning of the Public Authorities and divert
their resources disproportionately.

It is an apt case to invoke Section 7(9) of the RTI Act. Nonetheless, in the interest of the
transparency and accountability, the Commission desires the Public Authorities to arrange the inspection of the
record in the appeals in hand to the appellant at a pre-fixed date and time duly intimated and provide him the certified
copies of the documents identified by him but not beyond one hundred fifty (150) pages in each of a Public Authority
on payment of prescribed fee. It may be ensured that the date and time of inspection do not clash with each other.
