Shri  Harvinder Singh, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 29.11.2012, addressed to APIO-Tehsildar, Chamkaur Sahib, District Roopnagar, sought following information on four points:-

1. Provide details of cancelled area after sale to non-Harijan in Central/State government restricted auction in Tehsil Roopnagar;

2. Whether possession of this area was ever taken by government or girdawaris were entered in the names of fictitious persons by the officers/officials of the Revenue Department; 

3.  Provide the details villages/area/persons whom this area was allotted. 

4. Whether this area was cancelled from the name of same person to whom it was allotted and also intimate whether mining was done or not in the cancelled area. If yes, intimate the name of the persons. 
 
Tehsildar, Chamkaur Sahib vide letter No.1165 dated 28.12.2013 informed the appellant that the information demanded in the RTI application dated 29.11.2012 relates to Tehsil Roopnagar. Therefore, this information cannot be provided by this office. 

Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 11.01.2013.  
The appellant vide letter dated 11.1.2013 requested Tehsildar, Chamkaur Sahib to amend his required information in RTI application dated 29.11.2012 regarding Tehsil Chamkaur Sahib instead of Tehsil Roopnagar. 
 
Thereafter, Tehsildar, Chamkaur Sahib vide letter No. 85 dated 05.02.2013 informed the appellant that Chamkaur Sahib Sub Division was created in the year 2006. Therefore, any record previous to the year 2006 can be had from Tehsil Roopnagar. He further stated that any information after the year 2006 can be have from his office on any working day from 9:00 am to 5:00 pm and information relating to land is available on web site www.plrs.org.in.  The information relating to mining in the area can be had from Mining Department.   


Failing to get satisfactory information the appellant approached the Commission in second appeal, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005, received in it on 09.05.2013 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.

Though the Tehsildar, Chamkaur Sahib wrote to the appellant that Tehsil Chamkaur Sahib came into existence in 2006, yet no information from 2006 onwards pertaining to the said Tehsil has been provided by the respondent-PIO.   Further, it is observed that the application for information pertaining to Tehsil Ropar was also not transferred to the concerned PIO as envisaged under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005.


Therefore, Sh. Sushil Sharma, Tehsildar, Chamkaur Sahib is hereby issued a show cause notice to explain in writing by furnishing self attested affidavit as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 be not imposed on him for not providing any information to the complainant as per provisions contained in Section 7(1) of RTI Act, 2005.


In addition to the written reply to be given in the shape of an affidavit, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte. 


PIO is further directed to ensure his personal presence on the next date fixed along with complete records; and make written submissions, if any, in response to the show cause notice, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.

In the meantime, respondent PIO is directed to provide the appellant point-wise complete specific information according to his RTI application dated 29.11.2012, duly attested, free of cost, by registered post and to present a copy of the relevant postal receipt before the Commission on the next date fixed, for its perusal and records.

Shri Harvinder Singh, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 29.11.2012, addressed to APIO-cum-Tehsildar, Roopnagar, sought following information on four points:-

2. Whether possession of this area was ever taken by government or girdawaris were entered in the names of fictitious persons by the officers/officials of the Revenue Department;

Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 10.01.2013 and then approached the Commission in second appeal, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005, received in it on 09.05.13 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.

Today, the respondents tendered a letter bearing no. 570 dated 12.07.2013 informing the Commission that the relevant information has already been forwarded to the appellant vide letter no. 569 dated 12.07.2013.   Since the appellant had not received the same, a copy of the same has been handed over to him in the presence of the Commission.   Sh. Hargobind Singh, Naib Tehsildar has also tendered a duly sworn affidavit regarding the correctness of the information provided, which is taken on record. 


Since complete information according to RTI application dated 29.11.2012 stands provided to the appellant Sh. Harvinder Singh, the case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed of.

Shri  Sukhpal, Appellant vide an RTI application dated 01.10.2012, addressed to PIO-cum-Block Primary Education Officer, Guruharsahai-3 at Jalalabad district Fazilka, sought following information on three points pertaining to development works of school village Chak Saido Ke during the period from 1.3.2009 to 31.3.2012:-

1. Provide details of grant received for the development works of Govt. Primary school, village Chak Saido Ke during the above mentioned period, details of works done with this grant and copies of Resolutions passed in this connection and also photo copies of receipts of expenditure.

2. Provide photo copies of the maps of building of school for the construction of rooms, kitchen, bathroom and drinking water. 

3. Provide details of expenditure of school grants and grants for repair.   

 
B.P.E.O., Guruharsahai at Jalalabad, vide letter No. 187 dated 30.10.2012, demanded Rs. 2,000/- as additional charges for photocopies.  The appellant sent Demand Draft No. 347449 dated 22.11.2012 amounting to Rs. 2,000/- to the BPEO, Guruharsahi on 28.11.2012. 


Vide letter no. 241 dated 05.02.2013, BPEO wrote to the applicant-appellant that since the teachers of the relevant school are on a non-cooperation move with the government offices, he should approach the BDPO Guru Harsahai or the Zila Parishad Officer, Ferozepur for getting the relevant information. 

 
B.P.E.O., Guruharsahai at Jalalabad informed the appellant that above mentioned school is under the Zila Parishad.  The Pay and Service Record of the teachers working under Zila Parishad is with B.D.P.O, Guruharsahai; therefore, he should approach the B.D.P.O. Guruharsahai or Zila Parishad, Ferozepur for the requisite information. 


Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, Sh. Sukhpal filed first appeal under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 with the First Appellate Authority-cum-Additional Deputy Commissioner (Dev), Zila Parishad, Ferozepur vide letter dated 11.03.2013 and then approached the Commission in Second Appeal, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005, received in it on 29.05.2013 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


Perusal of the case file reveals that no information has at all been provided to Sh. Sukhpal Singh so far despite lapse of over nine months.  It is also observed that the information in question was to be provided by Dr. Ramesh Singh, In charge, Govt. Primary School, Chak Saido Ke, Block Guru Harsahai, who has failed to act accordingly.   Therefore, Dr. Ramesh Singh, In charge, Govt. Primary School, Chak Saido Ke, Block Guru Harsahai is issued a show cause notice under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005.  


In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte. 


PIO is further directed to make written submissions, if any, in response to the show cause notice, in the shape of a duly sworn affidavit, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.    He is further directed to present on the next date complete relevant records pertaining to the case along with day-to-day action taken report on the RTI application of the applicant-complainant.


In the meantime, Dr. Ramesh Singh, In charge, Govt. Primary School, Chak Saido Ke, Block Guru Harsahai is directed to provide the applicant-appellant point-wise complete specific information according to his RTI application dated 01.10.2012 duly attested, free of cost, per registered post, within a period of 10 days and to present a copy of the relevant postal receipt before the Commission for its perusal and records, on the next date fixed.


On the next date fixed, both Sh. Om Parkash, BPEO, Guru Harsahai at Jalalabad; and Dr. Ramesh Singh, In charge, Govt. Primary School, Chak Saido Ke, Block Guru Harsahai are directed to be personally present before the Commission.

Through applications, request was also made for registration of case against the guilty persons under the provisions of section 420, 465, 467, 468, 471, 120-B IPC


Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1)                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                        of the RTI Act, 2005, Appellant  filed first appeal under the provisions of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act,2005 with the First Appellate Authority –cum- Deputy Commissioner, Roopnagar, vide letter dated 04.05.2012, who disposed of his application vide order dated 11.06.2012 mentioning in it that the RTI application of the appellant already stood transferred to the PIO-cum-SDM Roopnagar under the provisions of section 6(3). Thereafter he is advised to seek the information from the respondent PIO –cum- SDM Roopnagar. 

Not satisfied with provided information and for having no response on his application dated 02.02.2011 and 11.11.2011,  Shri  Karamjit Singh appellant  then approached the Commission in second appeal, under the provisions of Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005, received in it on 29.04.2013 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties.


During hearing of this case on 19.06.2013, Appellant informed that he had not been apprised of the outcome of his applications dated 02.02.2011 and 11.11.2011 filed against Shri Harnek Singh Halqa Patwari and others nor copy of the enquiry report in this regard had been supplied to him.


At this Shri Sandip Kumar, Clerk appearing on behalf of SDM stated that the enquiry was entrusted to Shri Jiwan Garg, Tehsildar Roopnagar who had since been placed under suspension.


In view of the facts that the appellant made an RTI application on 31.01.2012 for which no satisfactory reply / information had been supplied to him so far. 


 Shri Pushpinder Singh Kailey PIO-cum-SDM Roopnagar was directed to supply correct, complete and duly authenticated information to the appellant within a period of 3 weeks, free of cost under registered cover after getting the enquiry conducted. 

 
Vide communication bearing no. 228 dated 12.07.2013 addressed to the Commission, the SDM, Ropar that the applications of the applicant-appellant have not been received in his office and this fact has been duly communicated to the Deputy Commissioner, Ropar vide letter no. 193 dated 14.06.2013.

In the circumstances, while the Sub-Divisional Magistrate, Ropar Sh. Pushpinder Singh Kailey is directed to provide the appellant point-wise complete specific information according to his RTI application dated 25.01.2012, duly attested, free of cost, per registered post and to present a copy of the relevant postal receipt before the Commission for its perusal and records, on the next date fixed while putting in personal appearance, Sh.
