ORDER

The RTI applicants are not being attended to properly and the RTI applications/concerned papers are shuttling from one office to another.  It is causing unnecessary inconvenience to the information-seeker and wastage of time of the appellant as well as of the Commission.

                The appellant had to attend proceedings on six dates by travelling from Sunam to Chandigarh for appearing before the Commission incurring loss of time and money. Shri Rajesh Aggarwal, appellant, needs to be compensated with a sum of Rs.2000/- for delay and detriment he suffered.  This amount of compensation will be paid to the appellant by the Public Authority i.e. Senior Superintendent of Police, Sangrur before the next date of hearing.

 All the respondents-PIO from the office of the Deputy Inspector General of Police (Crime), Chandigarh,  Senior Superintendent of Police, Sangrur, Deputy Commissioner, Sangrur, Sub Divisional Magistrate, Sunam and Municipal Corporation, Sunam are directed to be personally present on the next date of hearing.  This is a fit case for imposition of penalty as well under the RTI Act.  A show cause notice is issued to all the above mentioned officers for making mockery of RTI regime and causing delay in providing the information to the information-seeker.  It is, therefore, a fit case to issue a show cause notice under Section 20 of the Right to Information Act, 2005 to the PIOs of all the offices as to why penalty should not be imposed on them.  The written explanation of the above PIOs may be filed before the next date of hearing when they may also avail the opportunity of personal hearing, before the penalty is imposed on any one of them or all of them.
