The respondent places on record memo No.363 dated 13.1.2012 under the signatures of the Additional Deputy Commissioner (Development), Patiala stating that the information as available on record has been furnished to the complainant.  It has further been stated that under the Punjab Panchayats Election Rules, 1994, record relating to elections is required to be maintained for a period of only one year from the date of completion of elections.  It is pleaded that more than three and half years have passed since the elections were concluded. The complainant had applied for information on 2.7.2010, long after the period of one year was over. The remaining record is not available in the custody of the respondent-public authority. It was further pleaded that the complainant applied to the PIO of the Deputy Commissioner, Patiala, whereas the record was held at the level of Tehsils/Samitis.  This naturally resulted in some delay, but the fault is of the complainant, as he was required to approach the PIOs of the public authorities who “hold” the information.  It was pleaded that it was not the job of the PIO of Deputy Commissioner, Patiala to collect information from various public authorities and thereafter give to the information-seeker.  In any case, the Additional Deputy Commissioner (Dev.) has done the coordination work and available information has been given. The Additional Deputy Commissioner (Development), Patiala has further requested that keeping in view the certificates furnished, the present case may be closed.

2.

The complainant has submitted an application dated 16.1.2012. It is taken on record.  The complainant confirms that he has received all the record,  except the ones detailed in his application dated 16.1.2012.

3.

I have heard the parties and gone through the record.  In view of the submission of the Additional Deputy Commissioner (Development), Patiala that under Punjab Panchayats Elections Rules, 1994, the record was to be maintained only for one year and that more than three and half years time has passed since the elections were held and that, whatever record was available has been given.
