Sh. Charanjiv Sharma, E. T. O., also submits a reply dated 25.01.2014 to the 

show-cause issued to him vide orders dated 21.08.2013, which is taken on record.
After examining the documents placed on record, it is found that As Sh. Rakesh 

Kumar Shahi, Advocate, who is representing the  complainant – Sh. Vijay Sharma, accepted Rs. 3000/- in cash from  a representative of the respondent-PIO, on the last date of hearing.  This is not valid legally.  Hence, he is directed to refund this amount to the respondent-PIO. 



Sh. Charanjiv Sharma, E. T. O., also gives in writing that compensation amount of Rs. 3000/- would be paid to the complainant by 20.01.2014 through crossed cheque or bank draft from the bank account of public authority.
The respondent-PIO is directed to comply with the orders dated 18.09.2013 by  

paying compensation amount of Rs. 3000/- to the complainant – Sh. Vijay Sharma, by way of crossed cheque/Demand Draft  in the name of Vijay Sharma. The crossed cheque/Demand Draft  shall be  made from the bank account of  public authority concerned  and not from the individual
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 official. The respondent-PIO is also directed to produce a copy of the same in the Commission on

 the next date of hearing to establish the fact that order of the Commission has been complied with.

After examining the documents placed on record, it is also found that the RTI 
request of the complainant has been transferred by Asstt. Excise and Taxation Commissioner (Mobile Wing), Chandigarh on 17.10.2013 to Deputy Excise and Taxation Commissioner, Patiala who is Ms. Harinder Kaur Brar, hence, she is directed to appear in person before the Commission on the next date of hearing alongwith report regarding action taken by her on the RTI request filed by the applicant, which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official–record.

After examining the documents placed on record, it emerges that there is a delay 

of more than one year in supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker.

Sh. Charanjiv Sharma, E. T. O states that Ms. Navdeep Bhinder, Dy. Excise and 

Taxation Commissioner, Patiala, was PIO when the RTI request was moved by information-seeker.
In view of the above,  PIO - Ms. Navdeep Bhinder, Dy. Excise and Taxation 

Commissioner, E. I. W. Unit, Patiala will show cause under Section 20 (1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon her  for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the information-seeker under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.



In addition to her submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under 
Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.



She may note that in case she does not file his submission and does not avail herself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that she has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against her ex-parte. 
She is also directed to file report regarding action taken by her on the RTI request 
filed by the applicant, which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official–record, before or on the next date of hearing.



The conduct of PIOs/officials concerned in this complaint case is apathetic  and reflects that they are not bothering about the policies of the Punjab Government, which bound them to serve their duties with utmost responsibilities and care.



Though, it has been brought into the notice of Financial Commissioner(Taxation) and Excise and taxation Commissioner, Government of Punjab that their intervention is must in this case to ensure to supply the requisite information to the information-seeker as per queries raised by him in 
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his RTI request and nothing concrete has been come-out till today. Hence, I found it fit that a copy of this order be sent to Chief Secretary, Govt. of Punjab, for taking necessary steps to ensure that official-concerned must start respecting the law of land including RTI Act, 2005.


If no such action is taken, it could bring bad name to the Punjab Government. A copy of this order alongwith orders dated 24.07.2013, 21.08.2013, 18.09.2013, 24.10.2013 and 03.12.2013, be sent to Sh. Rakesh Singh, Chief Secretary, Govt. of Punjab, for taking necessary action, if he, desires so and deems fit.



A copy of this order be sent to Financial Commissioner(Taxation) and Commissioner, Excise and Taxation, Pb., Patiala.

A decision on the reply filed by Sh. Charanjiv Sharma in connection with the show-

cause issued to him, will be taken later on.
