   In the instant case, the appellant had filed an RTI application on 14.02.2013 to the o/o Deputy Commission, Amritsar to seek a copy of orders of the deputy commissioner, Amritsar  in respect of mutation No 141 with respect to village Chak Fateh Khan of Tehsil  Ajanal of Amritsar. 

                On not getting satisfactory response, the appellant filed first appeal on 30.04.2013 and subsequently, the second appeal to the commission which was received on 16.09.2013.

              The appellant had annexed number of RTI application with his original appeal creating a lot of confusions as he has sought similar or allied information from lower officials too and they too had responded to his RTI application and the appellant being uneducated had clubbed all the RTI applications and related correspondence with his second appeal.  In fact, this confusion finds its reflection in the commission’s orders on the first hearing on 31.10.2013 as the representative of the respondent had failed to explain the case and assist the commission. Moreover, the appellant too was confused because 
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of his own number of applications. However, he insisted that he was looking for a copy of the orders of deputy commissioner dated 23.08.2010  in relation to mutation No 141 of village Chak Fateh Khan of tehsil Ajnala of Amritsar district.

 

Considering the RTI application dated 14.02.2013 wherein the appellant had sought an attested copy of the specific orders of the deputy commission, Amritsar, the commission issued show cause notice to the respondent –PIO in the office of deputy commission on 31.10.2013 and the case was deferred to 21.11.2013 when the respondent PIO sought adjournment of the case because of personal reasons.

 

Subsequently, the case came up for hearing on 19.12.2013 when PIO cum Additional Deputy Commission cum PIO  Jasbir Singh not personally appeared but also submitted a detailed response to the show cause notice too which was found satisfactory and further proceedings on it were dropped.

 

The respondent PIO stated that the appellant had applied for report of Tehsildar Ajanla and Sub-Divisional Magistrate, Ajanla in respect of letter No 2492 dated 23.08.2012 and accordingly, the said replying respondent bonafidely supplied the said information consisting of letter No 87 dated 17.08.2012 of Tehsil Ajnala , copy of letter No SK/ 2492 dated 23.08.2012 of collector (DC), Amritsar to the appellant on 15.12.2012 against a proper receipt /acknowledgement. Again, the first appellate authority(FAA) i.e. Deputy Commissioner on earlier hearing on  04.04.2013 had supplied the copy of the orders dated 16.12.2010 and the appellant had agreed that he had got the required information.

                       However, the appellant has urged for a probe into the issue and for this he was advised by the FAA to file a separate application as such an inquiry was not covered under RTI. 

 

Also, a copy of the information too was supplied to the appellant on31.10.2013 against receipt. Also, the respondent PIO submitted that he had supplied 
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the entire information regarding letter NO SK 2492 dated 23.08.2010 and nothing more is in his possession which was withheld or concealed. The appellant maintained that the deputy commissioner had made separate orders while the respondent PIO stated that the deputy commissioner had made orders on the file itself and no separate orders were made and hence a copy of a non-existent order can be supplied.

 

Since whatever information available on the record has been supplied to the appellant and there was nothing more which could be supplied to him, the case is closed and disposed off.
