The respondent in accordance with the directions given on the last date of hearing on 21.3.2013 has placed on record a short reply by way of an affidavit of 
Shri L.R. Kaushal, District Attorney (Legal), Roop Nagar.  It has been stated on oath that a period of seven years has passed and at this stage, it is not possible to give any specific reply regarding missing entry pertaining to receipt of the file which was returned by the office of the District Attorney (Legal), Roop Nagar on 3.9.2005 after giving his legal opinion.  It has further been clarified that often Senior Superintendent of Police calls the District Attorney (Legal) for discussion.  In such cases no entry regarding discussion having taken place is made in the record.  Similarly at times, the papers/files are sent by hand and District Attorney (Legal) gives his opinion on the spot and thereafter Reader/District Attorney (Legal) may put his dispatch number on that opinion.

During the hearing of the case, it was further clarified by the representative of the District Attorney (Legal) that in the absence of any entry in the record, nothing can be said at this stage, with any degree of certainty.  Information, in any case, has been defined in Section 2(f) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 as material record, papers, documents etc. Whatever record exists has been given to the information-seeker and no information can be given in respect of record or any entry which does not exist on record.

The complainant was allowed inspection of the original register in the presence of the Commission and he is satisfied with the position as stated by the respondent.  Hence, I do not find that any purpose will be served to linger with the case.  It is ordered to be closed.
