action taken report on complaint no. GSK/12/0009 dated 07.05.2012. Appeal with the First Appellate Authority is dated  03.07.2012. Second appeal  with the Commission is dated 15.05.2013.

Sh. Kapil Arora, who appeared on behalf of the appellant - Gagnish Singh 

Khurana states that no information has been supplied to him by the respondent-PIO so far. He also alleges that the respondent-PIO is harassing him deliberately and causing the delay in supplying the requisite information to him. He also demands that action should be taken against the concerned respondent-PIO.
Sh. Santosh Kumar, A. S. I., who on behalf of the respondent, in today’s hearing, 

states that Sh. Harsh Bansal, D. C. P., Ludhiana is present PIO. He also states that Sh. Ashish Chowdhary was PIO when the RTI application was  moved by the applicant and is now posted as S. S. P., Jagraon.
In view of the above, 

1. Sh. Ashish Chowdhary,  who was PIO when the RTI application was  

moved, now posted as S. S. P., Jagraon ;

2. Sh. Harsh Bansal, D. C. P., Ludhiana, who is present PIO ;
will show cause in writing or through an affidavit, under Section 20(1) of the RTI 
Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon them for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the information-seeker under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.
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In addition to their submissions, the PIOs are also hereby given an opportunity under Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.



They may take note that in case they do not file their submissions and do not avail themselves of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that they have nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against them ex-parte. 
They are also directed to file status report regarding action taken by them on the 

RTI request filed by the applicant which must be accompanied with supporting  documents  as per official–record before or on the next date of hearing.


The respondent-PIO is also directed to send copy of action taken report or copy of the required complaint to the information-seeker before the next date of hearing so that the appellant could file re-joinder, if he desires.
In view of the above, the case is adjourned to 12th August, 2013(Monday) at 
10:30 A. M. in Chamber, S. C. O. 32 – 34, Sector 17 – C, Chandigarh .

The RTI application is dated  30.01 .2013.  The information demanded pertains to 
death claim for insurance and fertilizer of Sh. Gulzar Singh S/o Sh. Khem Singh.                           .Appeal with the First Appellate Authority is dated  14.03.2013. Second appeal with the Commission is dated 10.05.  2013.

Sh. Nishan Singh, Secretary, appeared on behalf of the respondent, in today’s 

hearing at Chandigarh.
After examining the documents placed on record, I found that the applicant has 

approached the First Appellate Authority under Section 19 by filing an appeal on 14.03.2013. 

However, the First Appellate Authority did not take any action on the appeal of the 

appellant.

The First Appellate Authority  neither summoned the parties nor did pass any 

order, which establishes the fact that First Appellate Authority  has not acted as per the mandate of the RTI Act, 2005.


        The casual approach and inaction of the First Appellate Authority in this appeal case needs to be depreciated and case is remanded back to First Appellate Authority with the directions that First Appellate Authority would decide this appeal-case as per the provisions of the RTI Act.
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As the First Appellate Authority has been entrusted with the judiciary power and duties under the RTI Act, it shall examine the documents, summon the parties, give them an opportunity of hearing and then decide the matter within stipulated period as per the provisions of the RTI Act.



Hence, this case is sent to First Appellate Authority which is Deputy Registrar,

Co-op. Societies, Kartar Singh Sarabha Market, Gill Road, Ludhiana with the hope that it would show more sense of responsibility and duly  extend the respect to the right  to Information given to the citizen by the Parliament.



If, Deputy Registrar,Co-op. Societies, Kartar Singh Sarabha Market, Gill Road, Ludhiana is not First Appellate Authority, the PIO concerned is directed to send this appeal case to the appropriate First Appellate Authority, which has been designated by the Administrative Head of the department as per provisions of the RTI Act. 

A copy of RTI request be also enclosed for ready reference of First Appellate 
Authority who will treat it as first appeal. The First Appellate Authority is directed to examine the documents, give an opportunity to the parties to be heard and decide the case on merit by passing a speaking order.

 A copy of this order be also sent to the Registrar, Co-op. Societies, 17 bays 

building, Sector 17, Chandigarh for taking appropriate action in this regard.


The applicant is free to approach the Commission by way of second appeal, if he is not satisfied with the decision of the First Appellate Authority.
