ORDER



The complainant had sought certain information on 3.9.2010 from the PIO/State Power Corporation Ltd., North Division, Moga.  The matter related to PIO-cum-Superintending Engineer, Circle Faridkot, who had sent a reply vide memo No.29 dated 15.12.2010 giving details of the tubewell connections.  The remaining information, however, was denied under Section 8(1)(e) and (j) of the Right to Information Act, 2005 as it was said to be personal information of third party.  During the course of hearing, the respondent further conveyed that an appeal was filed by the present complainant against the decision of the PIO-cum-Superintending Engineer, Punjab State Power Commission Circle, Faridkot, which is pending before the Chief Engineer, Punjab State Power Corporation Ltd., Opposite Thermal Plant, Bhatinda.  The plea of the respondent is that the complainant cannot simultaneously avail of both the remedies i.e. a complaint under Section 18 and the first appeal to the departmental officer.
2.

It is made clear that the information-seeker has alleged that the power connections have wrongly been given to the individuals on the land not owned by them.  His plea is that the public interest is involved in the matter and therefore, even personal information to third party is disclosable, by following the procedure laid down under Section 11 of the Act.

3.

In view of the facts, the first appellate authority is directed to finalize the appeal within 10 days from this order and thereafter if the complainant still feels aggrieved, he can move the Commission.  The present complaint case shall be taken up again after hearing from the information-seeker and the case is adjourned sine-die.
