ORDER



The counsel for the complainant submits that he is satisfied with the action taken by the respondent-society, which has moved the case to Oriental Insurance Company Limited and also endorsed a copy of this to the information-seeker.  His plea, however, is that penalty should be imposed on the respondent for delay in furnishing of the information.

2.

A perusal of the record shows that proceedings in the case were adjourned sine-die by the then Ld. SIC-Shri P.K. Verma as the Cooperative Societies had challenged application of the Right to Information Act, 2005 to societies like the respondent.  The case was reopened only after decision in CWP No.19224/2006 and other related Writ Petitions in May, 2011. It would be a fit case for imposition of penalty but for the fact that the matter whether the cooperative societies are covered under the Act ibid remained under adjudication at different levels including the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court.  In fact LPAs have now been filed challenging the decision of the Hon’ble Single Bench and the issue is still pending in the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court.  It is true that the present respondent has not moved the Hon’ble High Court but considering that the issue of applicability of the Act ibid to cooperative societies was itself under challenge and for this reason the respondent took the matter easy, would not warrant imposition of penalty.  Hence, the case is closed.
